DAY ALL PARTY DELEGATION VISIT:

The third multi-party delegation led by DMK MP Kanimozhi Karunanidhi,
which is a part of seven delegations under India's aggressive global
campaign to expose Pakistan-sponsored terrorism arrived in Moscow today.
Talking to the media, Ms Kanimozhi Karunanidhi said, Russia has been a
strategic partner and both countries have always worked together on
diplomatic issues and trade. She emphasized the importance of reaching
out to Russia when India has been facing terror attacks time and again.
The Kanzimozhi led multi-party delegation will visit Spain, Greece, Slovenia
and Latvia in the later phases of their visit. Meanwhile, the multi-party

delegation led by JD(U) MP Sanjay Jha interacted with Ambassadors and
diplomats of Brazil, Australia, Colombia, Greece and South Korea in Tokyo,
Japan. During the interaction, Mr Jha said every terrorist activity in the
world has some or other link in Pakistan which is a new normal. He added
that if anything happens to Indian citizens, India will hit back.

Earlier, met Japanese Foreign Minister Takeshi Iwaya in Tokyo and
requested Japan’s support in the fight against terrorism. At the outset,
Foreign Minister Iwaya expressed heartfelt condolences to the victims of
Pahalgam terror attack and extended his sympathies to those injured in the
attack. He emphasised that terrorism cannot be justified in any form and
expressed solidarity of Japan with India and with the world in the fight
against terrorism. The delegation also met former Japanese Prime Minister
Yoshihide Suga and Chairman of the House of Representatives Committee
on National Security, Takashi Endo. In both meetings, the delegation
conveyed India’s resolute commitment to combating terrorism in all its
forms.

Another high-level all-party delegation led by Shiv Sena MP Dr.
Shrikant Shinde reached Abu Dhabi yesterday. The UAE is the first stop of
the broader four-nation diplomatic outreach. During their visit, the
delegation held a series of high-level meetings with UAE leadership and
media officials to underscore India’s firm zero-tolerance stance on



terrorism. The remaining four delegations out of seven will also be leaving
in the upcoming days for different countries.
FOREIGN SECY BRIEFING: Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri will brief multi

party MP delegations this evening ahead of their visits abroad taking
India's strong message against terrorism to the world. The delgations led
by BJP MP Baijayant Panda, Congress MP Shashi Tharoor and NCP (SCP
leader) Supriya Sule will leave for their visits tomorrow whereas the
delegation led by BIJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad will leave day after
tomorrow. Baijayant Panda-led delegation will go to Saudi Arabia, Kuwait,
Bahrain and Algeria and the Shashi Tharoor led delegation will represent
India’s collective resolve against terrorism in the US, Panama, Guyana,
Brazil and Colombia. The delegation led by Ms Supriya Sule will visit Egypt,
Qatar, Ethiopia and South Africa and the delegation led by Mr Ravi Shankar
Prasad will go to UK, France, Germany, EU, Italy and Denmark.

IMD WEATHER:

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to
extremely heavy rainfall over Konkan and Goa till tomorrow. The Met
Department also forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall over Karnataka,
Madhya Maharashtra, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Arunachal Pradesh,
Assam, Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, Gangetic West Bengal and Gujarat over
the next two to three days. Similar conditions are expected over
Jharkhand, Kerala, Mahe, Lakshadweep, Marathwada and Uttarakhand.

CHHATTISGARH-ENCOUNTER

A Naxalite has been killed in an encounter with security forces in
Chhattisgarh. The encounter took place in Kistaram area of Sukma district.
On the intelligence inputs about the presence of Maoists in the area, a joint
team of District Reserve Guard, Special Task Force and CRPF's KoBRA
battalion was dispatched for the operation. Since last evening, there has
been intermittent exchange of fire between security forces and Naxalites.
The body of one Naxalite has been recovered so far during the search of
the spot. An intensive searching by security forces is going on in the
encounter site and surrounding area.

REV. PUNJAB-AAP MLA ARRESTED



Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) MLA Raman Arora has reportedly been
arrested by the Punjab Vigilance Bureau (VB) in Jalandhar, today. Sources
said the arrest is allegedly linked to a corruption case. The Bureau also
raided his residence following the arrest. More details are awaited.

IPL - CRICKET

In IPL Cricket, Lucknow Super Giants recorded a 33-run win over
table-toppers Gujarat Titans at the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad
last night. After being invited to bat first, Lucknow Super Giants scored 235
for 2 in stipulated 20 overs, with Mitchell Marsh's 117 off 64 balls and
Nicholas Pooran's unbeaten 56 off 27 balls. In reply, hosts Gujarat Titans
were restricted to 202 runs. For Lucknow, William ORourke picked up 3
wickets, while Avesh Khan and Ayush Badoni each bagged 2 wickets.
Mitchell Marsh was adjudged Player of the Match for his maiden IPL
hundred. With this, Lucknow gave a huge blow to Gujarat's top-2 hopes in
the points table.
