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DGMO BRIEFING

Director General of Military Operations of the Indian Army, Lieutenant
General Rajiv Ghai has said that strikes across nine terror hubs in Pakistan
and PoJK under Operation Sindoor killed over 100 terrorists. Briefing media
in New Delhi yesterday evening, the DGMO said they include high value
targets such as Yusuf Azhar, Abdul Malik Rauf and Mudasir Ahmed that
were involved in the hijack of IC-814 and the Pulwama blast. He stated
that Operation Sindoor was conceptualized with a clear military aim to
punish the perpetrators and planners of terror and to destroy their terror

infrastructure.

Lieutenant General Rajiv Ghai said that Pakistan Army has reported
to have lost nearly 35 to 40 personnel in artillery and small arms firing on
the Line of Control between 7th and 10th May.

The DGMO said he spoke to his Pak counterpart on Saturday
afternoon who proposed cessation of hostilities. He added that this resulted
in cessation of cross-border firing and air intrusions by either side.
Lieutenant General Rajiv Ghai also said the DGMO of India and Pakistan
have decided to speak at 12 noon today to further consolidate ceasefire.

BJP - OPERATION SINDOOR

BJP today said that India has given a decisive message to the entire
world in the fight against terrorism through Operation Sindoor. Addressing
a press conference at party headquarters in New Delhi, party Spokesperson
Sambit Patra said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi directly engaged with the
leaders of twenty nations to build consensus on isolating Pakistan and
combating terrorism. He said, all these nations including Saudi Arabia, UAE,
United States, and several Islamic nations expressed their support for
India's stance. Mr Patra said, after the Pahalgam terror attack, Mr Modi had
promised that India will avenge the death of 26 people. He said, the Indian
Army has displayed indomitable courage through this operation and every
citizen of the country thanked the Indian Army, Air Force and the Navy
who ensured success of Operation Sindoor. Mr Patra said, India has
demolished nine terror hideouts in Pakistan during Operation Sindoor.

Mr Patra said, for the first time, India carried out strikes in Pakistan's
Punjab province, considered the heart of the country, effectively
eliminating terrorists and their camps. He said, this operation marks a
significant achievement, as it successfully dismantled terror hubs affiliated
with groups like Lashkar-e-Taiba , Jaish-e-Mohammed and Hizbul
Mujahideen. He added that Operation Sindoor consists of both military and
non-military components. As part of the non-military strategy, the Indus
Waters Treaty, established in 1960, was kept in abeyance. He said, this
treaty is critical to Pakistan, as 80 per cent of its agriculture relies on the
water resources.

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The Baloch Liberation Army (BLA) has claimed responsibility for a
major offensive involving 71 coordinated attacks at more than 51 locations
across Balochistan. In a statement, the group said, Pakistan has not only
been a breeding ground for global terrorists but also a centre for the state-
sponsored development of deadly terrorist groups like Lashkar-e-Taiba,
Jaish-e-Mohammad and ISIS. The group said, the current wave of violence
is part of one of the longest-running liberation movements in the region,
reflecting decades of unrest, marginalisation, and demands for autonomy.

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US PREZ-DRUG PRICES

US President Donald Trump has vowed to provide Americans relief
from high medication costs by reducing the prices of prescription drugs and
pharmaceuticals in the country between 30 to 80 per cent. In a social
media post, President Trump promised to sign the order in this regard
today. He also cited years of frustration of US consumers in paying
significantly higher prices for medications than people in other countries.
The new policy is expected to tie the cost of drugs sold in the United States
to the lowest price paid by any other country for the same drug. A most
favoured nation’s policy will be introduced for it. The US President also
accused pharmaceutical companies of exploiting Americans by citing
research and development costs to justify inflated prices. The move is
expected to slash prices of cancer treatments and other injectable
medications in the US. President Trump said, the new policy will also force
prices to rise in other countries to match, calling it a matter of fairness.

In Uttarakhand, horse and mule services on the Kedarnath trek route
from Gaurikund have resumed after a temporary halt due to fears of
Equine Influenza. After veterinary checks, 1,709 animals were declared fit



Medical teams were deployed at key points to verify animals and
handlers identity. With services restarting, pilgrims felt relieved, and animal
handlers were seen in high spirits.

VIRAT KOHLI-RETIREMENT

Virat Kohli has announced his retirement from Test Cricket, bringing
down the curtain on a stellar 14-year journey in whites. Widely regarded as
one of the modern greats of the game, Virat took to social media to share
the news with fans and reflect on his journey in the longest and most
traditional format of the sport. His announcement marks the end of an era
in Indian Test cricket.

Virat amassed 9230 runs in 123 matches at an average of 46.85 in
the game’s longest format. In his 14-year Test career, Kohli went on to
become the fourth-highest run-getter for India, behind Sachin Tendulkar,
Rahul Dravid and Sunil Gavaskar.

The former India captain made his Test debut against the West
Indies in 2011, eventually becoming the skipper three years later. He led
the country in 68 Tests, most by an Indian, losing just 17 of them. With a
win percentage of 58.82 per cent, which includes, 40 wins and 11 draws,
the batter remains India’s most successful red-ball captain. Under Kohli's
captaincy, India won a series in Australia for the first time, in 2019. His last
Test was also at Australia in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy, earlier this year
which the hosts won by six wickets, ending the series 3-1 in their favour.

Kohli had already retired from T20 Internationals after India won the
2024 T20 World Cup.

The decision comes days after Rohit Sharma announced his Test
retirement, with Shubman Gill emerging as the leading contender to
replace him as captain.
