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HEATWAVE: In response to the escalating heat wave conditions across the State,
the Telangana government has urged all relevant departments to take immediate
and coordinated measures to protect public health and safety. State Minister for
Revenue Ponguleti Srinivasa Reddy, issued the directives during a high-level
review meeting held at the Secretariat with officials from 12 key departments
today.
