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CCMB: In a groundbreaking discovery, scientists at the Centre for Cellular and
Molecular Biology (CCMB) have revealed that the function of proteins is not
solely determined by their fixed three-dimensional structures. Instead, their ability
to dynamically change shape plays a critical role in enabling them to interact with
multiple molecular partners. Using a powerful technique called nuclear magnetic
resonance (NMR) spectroscopy, along with advanced computational modelling,
the researchers detected minute populations-just 1 per cent-of protein molecules
that transiently switch into different structural forms. These rare conformational
changes were found to be crucial in recognising diverse RNA targets and help
explain how plants achieve intricate gene regulation using a limited number of
proteins.
