NEW PM-WHO:  Prime Minister Narendra Modi today emphasized 
that the future of a healthy world depends on inclusion, an integrated 
vision, and collaboration. He also highligted that Global South is particularly 
impacted by health challenges, underlining that India’s approach offers 
replicable, scalable and sustainable models. The Prime Minister made these 
remarks while virtually addressing the seventy-eighth session of World 
Health Assembly which is being held in Geneva, Switzerland from 19th to 
27th this month. He asserted that inclusion is at the core of India’s health 
reforms as the government has established a vast network of thousands of 
Health and Wellness Centres across the country. Mr Modi said that world’s 
largest health insurance scheme Ayushman Bharat which covers 580 
million people is being run to provide free treatment. He said, the future of 
a healthy world depends on inclusion, an integrated vision, and 
collaboration. He highlighted India’s extensive network of thousands of 
health and wellness centers that facilitate early screening and detection of 
diseases such as cancer, diabetes, and hypertension. Mr Modi also 



underlined the role of thousands of public pharmacies that provide high-
quality medicines at significantly lower prices. Highlighting the role of 
technology in improving health outcomes, the Prime Minister underscored 
India’s digital initiatives like the digital platform that tracks the vaccination 
of pregnant women and children and the unique digital health identity 
system, which is helping integrate benefits, insurance, records, and 
information. He remarked that with telemedicine, no one is too far from a 
doctor. He highlighted India’s free telemedicine service, which has enabled 
over 340 million consultations. Reflecting on the positive impact of India’s 
health initiatives, he noted a significant decline in Out-of-Pocket 
Expenditure as a percentage of Total Health Expenditure. Simultaneously, 
he emphasized that Government Health Expenditure has increased 
considerably. Mr Modi also expressed India’s willingness to share its 
learnings and best practices with the world, especially with the Global 
South. Highlighting this year’s theme, ‘One World for Health,’ Mr Modi 
emphasized that the theme aligns with India’s vision for global health. He 
also extended his congratulations to the World Health Organization (WHO) 
and all member states on the successful negotiations of the 
Intergovernmental Negotiating Body treaty. Mr Modi described it as a 
shared commitment to fighting future pandemics through greater global 
cooperation. He emphasized the importance of building a healthy planet 
while ensuring that no one is left behind.  
 
FUR. REV. EVE. MISRI-DELEGATION: Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri 
has briefed the members of all party delegations to be sent abroad as part 
of India's diplomatic outreach on Operation Sindoor.  Earlier, the 
government had announced to send seven multi-party delegations to 
various countries to present India’s firm stand against Pakistan-sponsored 
terrorism. The delegations comprising of 59 Members of Parliament are 
scheduled to visit key partner countries, including members of the UN 
Security Council from tomorrow to 5th of the next month.  The delegations 
will be led by Congress MP Shashi Tharoor, BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad, 
JD(U) MP Sanjay Kumar Jha, BJP MP Baijayant Panda, DMK leader  
Kanimozhi Karunanidhi,   Supriya Sule of NCP (SP) and Shiv Sena MP 
Shrikant  Shinde. The delegations will visit a total of 32 countries which 
include US, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Kuwait, Algeria, UK, France, Germany, 
Italy, Denmark, Guyana, Brazil, Colombia, South Korea, Japan, and 



Singapore.  During the ten day visit, Indian delegations will project the 
country's national consensus and resolute approach to combating terrorism 
in all its forms and manifestations. They will carry India’s strong message 
of zero tolerance against terrorism to the international community.  
 
 PM-RAJASTHAN VISIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will dedicate to 
the nation multiple development projects worth over 26 thousand crore 
rupees in Bikaner, Rajasthan on 22nd of this month. These projects will play 
a vital role in enhancing railways, roadways, power, water, new and 
renewable energy sectors. During his visit, the Prime Minister will 
inaugurate 103 redeveloped Amrit Stations in 86 districts across 18 States 
and Union Territories. He will also flag-off Bikaner-Mumbai express train. 
Over 1300 stations are being redeveloped with modern facilities, designed 
to showcase regional architecture and enhance passenger amenities under 
the Amrit Bharat Station Scheme. The Prime Minister will lay the foundation 
stone of Churu-Sadulpur rail line and dedicate to the Nation Suratgarh-
Phalodi, Phulera-Degana, Udaipur-Himmatnagar, Phalodi-Jaisalmer and 
Samdari-Barmer rail line electrification projects.            In a major boost to 
road infrastructure in Rajasthan, Prime Minister Narendra Modi will lay the 
foundation stone for construction of three vehicle underpasses, widening 
and strengthening of National highways. He will also dedicate seven 
roadways projects in Rajasthan. The roadways projects worth over four 
thousand 850 crore rupees, will facilitate smoother movement of goods 
and people. The highways extend up to the Indo-Pak border, enhancing 
accessibility for security forces and strengthening country’s defence 
infrastructure. 

To promote the use of renewable energy, the Prime Minister will lay 
the foundation stone of power projects including solar projects at Bikaner 
and Nawa in Didwana Kuchaman. He will also inaugurate power projects 
including solar project at Bikaner, augmentation of transformation capacity 
at Fatehgarh-II Power Station which will provide clean energy and reduce 
carbon emission. 

Apart from this, Mr. Modi will lay the foundation stone, inaugurate 
and dedicate 25 important state government projects across Rajasthan to 
enhance infrastructure, connectivity, power supply, health services, and 
water availability. These include projects related to upgrading and 
maintaining 12 state highways covering a total length of over 750 



kilometres worth over three thousand 240 crore rupees and power projects 
at Bikaner and Udaipur. The Prime Minister will also inaugurate Nursing 
Colleges in Rajsamand, Pratapgarh, Bhilwara, Dholpur to enhance health 
infrastructure in the state. Mr. Modi will also lay the foundation stone and 
dedicate to the nation various water infrastructure projects in the region 
including rural water supply and fluorosis mitigation project in Jhunjhunu 
district, and restructuring of urban water supply schemes in seven towns of 
Pali District under AMRUT 2.0.  

 
JAISHANKAR-NETHERLANDS 
 External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today met with Netherlands 
Prime Minister Dick Schoof in the Hague. During the meeting, both leaders 
expressed satisfaction at the growing strategic convergences in the India-
Netherlands relationship. They agreed to strengthen bilateral ties through 
regular high level visits and exchanges. Dr Jaishankar conveyed the 
country's appreciation for the statement of solidarity from the Netherlands 
in the fight against terrorism. 
 The External Affairs Minister held a meeting with his counterpart, 
Foreign Minister Caspar Veldkamp and reviewed the entire gamut of 
bilateral cooperation. The Ministers expressed satisfaction over the 
progress in diverse sectors including trade, economy, science, technology, 
water, agriculture, health, education, culture and people-to-people ties. 
They also discussed ways of increasing collaboration in new and emerging 
sectors of digital technology, semiconductors, AI, and green hydrogen. 
 Dr. Jaishankar also met with Defence Minister Ruben Brekelmans and 
discussed opportunities to take forward the defence and security 
cooperation between the two countries to the next level. The two sides 
agreed to further strengthen cooperation in the defence sector. 
 
SCINDIA-WTISD DAY 
 Union Minister of Communication Jyotiraditya Scindia today said that 
satellite communication market in India will reach 20 billion dollars by 
2028. Addressing a seminar organised by Telecom Regulatory Authority of 
India (TRAI) on the occasion of World Telecommunication and Information 
Society Day in New Delhi, he said that with satellite communication on the 
horizon, India is set to lead and deliver next generation services to every 
corner. The Minister said that country will not just adopt emerging 
technologies, it will shape them, universally, meaningfully and 



unequivocally. Mr. Scindia added that telecom has powered India’s rise 
from 11th to 4th largest economy, through transformative power of 
connectivity. 
   

SC-JUDICIAL SERVICES    
 Supreme Court today restored the condition that a minimum practice 
of three years as an advocate is necessary for a candidate to apply for 
entry-level posts in judicial service. The period of practice could be 
reckoned from the date of provisional enrollment. However, this condition 
will not apply to recruitment process already initiated by the High Courts 
before today. The Apex court said, this condition will apply only to future 
recruitments. 
 
 
SHIVRAJ-VICE CHANCELLORS CONFERENCE 

 Union Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh 
Chouhan today urged vice chancellors, professors, and students to join the 
nationwide campaign, Viksit Krishi Sankalp Abhiyan, which is scheduled to 
commence on the 29th of this month. Addressing the conference of vice 
chancellors of agricultural universities and directors of Indian Council of 
Agricultural Research(ICAR) institutes in New Delhi, the Minister added that 
the primary focus of the government is to promote science-based 
agricultural transformation. Calling ICAR the temple of agriculture, Mr. 
Chouhan said that the direction of research will be decided based on the 
farming of the farmers and their needs. He stressed a few areas that need 
to be looked upon; these include increased production, reduction of 
production cost, diversification of farming, and sustainable agriculture. He 
added that the joint effort of central, state, and agricultural institutions 
across the nation will help in the growth of the agricultural sector of the 
country and will pave the way for making India the food basket of the 
world.

2026. The nominations can be submitted online through Rashtriya Puraskar 
Portal till 31st of July. The Ministry in a statement said that the 
nominations should contain all relevant details specified in the format 
available on the above said Portal, including a citation in narrative form, 
clearly bringing out the distinguished and exceptional achievements of the 
people recommended in their respective fields. 
 The Padma Awards, namely, Padma Vibhushan, Padma Bhushan and 
Padma Shri, are amongst the highest civilian awards of the country. 
Instituted in 1954, these Awards are announced on the occasion of the 
Republic Day every year. The Award seeks to recognize ‘work of distinction’ 
and is given for distinguished and exceptional achievements in all 
disciplines, such as Art, Literature and Education, Sports, Medicine, Social 
Work, Science and Engineering, Public Affairs, Civil Service, Trade and 
Industry etc. All persons without distinction of race, occupation, position or 
sex are eligible for these Awards. Government servants including those 
working with PSUs, except Doctors and Scientists, are not eligible for 
Padma Awards. 
 
KERALA RAINFALL 
 In Kerala, the Met Department today issued red alert in the northern 
districts of Kozhikode, Wayanad, Kannur and Kasaragod, indicating the 
possibility of extremely heavy rainfall. Sirens, installed by the state 
government recently to issue warnings about natural calamities were 
sounded this evening following the red alert. IMD has also issued Orange 
alert in the districts of Thrissur, Palakkad and Malappuram, where very 
heavy rainfall is very likely. A yellow alert is in place in the remaining 
districts barring Thiruvananthapuram and Kollam. The authorities have 
urged public to exercise caution and  asked people living in hilly regions 
and in areas prone to landslides to move to safer locations. Meanwhile 
parts of  northern Kerala received heavy rain  throwing vehicular traffic out 
of gear. A fisherman lost his life after his boat capsized near Vellayil in 
Kozhikode district. Water logging was  reported in several low lying areas 



and a few houses were partially damaged.

 In IPL Cricket, Chennai Super Kings will face Rajasthan Royals in Delhi this 
evening. Both teams are already out of playoff contention as they sit at the 
bottom of the points table, with just three wins each.
