He noted that
Pakistan, in its appeal, assured that it would cease all terrorist activities and
military aggression against India. In light of this statement, the Prime
Minister said, India reviewed the situation and decided to temporarily
suspend its counter-operations against Pakistan’s terrorist and military
installation. Mr Modi outlined three key pillars of India's security doctrine.

Underscoring that unity is India's greatest strength in the fight against
all forms of terrorism, the Prime Minister reaffirmed that while this era is not
one of war, it cannot be one of terrorism either. He emphasised that Zero
Tolerance against terrorism is the guarantee of a better and safer world.
