KAVITHA:

Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) MLC K Kavitha accused the Telangana
government of planning to convert the Telangana Industrial Infrastructure
Corporation (TGIIC) into a public company. Addressing Media in
Hyderabad, Kavitha alleged that the Congress government plans to
mortgage 1.75 lakh acres of land belonging to the TGIIC. The government
issued GO 12 on April 15, authorising the change in TGIIC's status from a
private limited company to a public limited entity. The move is meant to
facilitate larger borrowings by enabling access to capital markets through
bonds, debentures, or even a potential IPO. The MLC displayed the
government order accusing the Congress government of mortgaging
Telangana lands on the stock exchange to raise massive loans. She
demanded the immediate withdrawal of the GO, questioning the secrecy

behind the move. Kavitha further reminded the state government that it



had borrowed over Rs 1.8 lakh crore in just 16 months, with no major

TIMS:

The Telangana Institute of Medical Sciences (TIMS) at Sanathnagar in
Hyderabad is likely to be inaugurated on June 2. The construction of TIMS
Sanathnagar got delayed though it should have been inaugurated last year.
The Roads and Building Department is how racing against time to complete
the remaining works and make the Institute ready for inauguration. The
BRS government had commenced the construction of TIMS Hospitals at
Warangal, Alwal, LB Nagar and Sanathnagar apart from launching
expansion works at NIMS. The objective was to decentralise government
hospital services in Greater Hyderabad and reduce the burden on NIMS

and the Osmania, Gandhi hospitals. The Sanathnagar hospital is coming up



in an area over 53 acres and the project is being taken up at a cost of Rs
882 crore. Though the construction of TIMS hospitals at LB Nagar,
Sanathnagar and Alwal was to be completed a year ago, things got delayed
for different reasons, including a fund crunch. Roads and Building Minister
Komatireddy Venkat Reddy had assured that the TIMS hospital at LB Nagar
and Alwal would be ready by December 2025.

DEFENCE BRIEFING:
Director General Air Operations, Air Marshal AK Bharti today stressed that
India's fight was with terrorists and their support infrastructure and not
with Pakistan military. He said it is a pity that the Pakistan military chose to
intervene and bat for the terrorists which compelled Indian Armed Forces
to respond in kind. Briefing the media in Delhi on Operation Sindoor, Air
Marshal Bharti gave details about how Indian Forces minimised damage to
both civilian and military infrastructure of the country during Operation
Sindoor. He spoke about the layered and integrated air defence systems
put in place by the Indian Armed Forces, which includes the assets of the
Indian army and Indian Navy, in addition to air defence assets of IAF.
