EVE. ALL PARTY DELEGATION: New Delhi's message of zero tolerance

against terrorism is echoing worldwide with India's multi party delegations
holding back to back interactions with world leaders, Parliamentarians,
think tanks, media and civil society in different countries to further
unmask Pakistan's Cross border terrorism.
An all-party Indian delegation led by JD(U) MP Sanjay Jha has held
interaction with Singapore's Minister of Foreign Affairs, group of MPs,
delegates of Chamber of Commerce, and business leaders of that country.
The group reiterated that India is a peace-loving nation saying any act of
terror will be considered an act of war from Pakistan. Another delegation



led by DMK MP Kanimozhi called the President of the National Council of
Slovenia, Marko Lotric in Ljubljana and conveyed India’s resolute stance of
zero tolerance towards terrorism and the new normal after Operation
Sindoor.

support to terrorism globally with multi party delegations visiting various
countries and spreading New Delhi's message of zero tolerance against the
terrorism. The all-party delegation led by BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad
today met French media in the national capital of France. After the
meeting, Mr Prasad said that India's narrative is very clear on the issue of
terrorism and the whole world needs to speak in one voice. he said that

PM-GUJARAT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today said that recent

events have proven that the so-called proxy war against India is, in fact, a
well-planned war strategy. Addressing a public gathering at Mahatma
Mandir in Gandhinagar, Gujarat, he said that following the events of May 6,
India no longer needs to provide proof of terrorist activity—the evidence is
now being provided by those across the border themselves. The Prime
Minister pointed out that terrorists killed were given state honors in
Pakistan, with the national flag draped over their coffins and salutes
offered by the Pakistani army. He said this clearly establishes that these
are not isolated terrorist acts but part of a coordinated military strategy.
Mr. Modi said India does not seek enmity with anyone and wishes to live in
peace. He added that the country aspires to progress in a way that
contributes to the welfare of the world, and the government is working
with dedication for the upliftment of millions of Indians. Highlighting past
policy missteps, the Prime Minister urged the younger generation to study
the historical decisions that harmed national interests. Referring to the
Indus Waters Treaty of 1960, he said that it was agreed dams in Jammu
and Kashmir would not be cleaned or de-silted. Bottom gates designed to
remove sediment were ordered to remain shut, and remained so for
decades. As a result, reservoirs that once held water at full capacity have
now dropped to just 2 or 3 percent, he said. Prime Minister Narendra Modi
said there will be no compromise in achieving the vision of Developed India
on completing 100 years of independence and every citizen had to play his
role in realising this dream. He said the economic development of tier 2
and tier 3 cities is extremely important to make india one of the top three



economies of the world. Prime Minister also urged the countrymen to use
make in India products. Earlier, Prime Minister Modi inaugurated and laid
the foundation stone for development projects worth 5,536 crore at
Mahatma Mandir in Gandhinagar. The projects span vital sectors including
urban development, infrastructure, water resource management,
healthcare, and revenue services.

ITR- LAST DATE EXTENDED: The Central Board of Direct Taxes- CBDT

has extended the last date of filing Income Tax Returns (ITRs), from 31st
July to 15th September this year. CBDT in its statement said that this
extension will provide more time to people due to significant revisions in
ITR forms, system development needs, and TDS credit reflections. CBDT
said that this will ensure a smoother and more accurate filing experience
for everyone. This extension is expected to mitigate the concerns raised by
stakeholders and provide adequate time for compliance, thereby ensuring
the integrity and accuracy of the return filing process.

NHRC-JOURNALIST: National Human Rights Commission-NHRC has

issued notice to the Haryana Director General of Police over alleged murder
of a journalist in Jhajjar district of Haryana. In the matter, the commission
has also sought a detailed report including status of the investigation,
within two weeks. NHRC took suo motu cognizance of media reports
related to incident.
