Prime Minister Narendra Modi launch multiple development projects
worth over 69,400 crore rupees in Bihar and Uttar Pradesh today.

In Bihar, Mr Modi will inaugurate, lay the foundation stone
and dedicate to the nation multiple development projects worth
over 48,520 crore rupees at Bikramganj in Rohtas district this
morning. He will also address a public meeting at Bikramganj. The
Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the foundation stone of
several projects related to energy, road and rail connectivity. The
Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for Stage-II of the
Nabinagar Super Thermal Power Project in Aurangabad district.
This project, with three units and a combined capacity of 2400
MegaWatt, is worth over 29,930 crore rupees. Upon completion,
the Nabinagar Super Thermal Power project is expected to ensure
energy security for Bihar and Eastern India, fostering industrial
growth, creating job opportunities, and providing affordable
electricity in the region.

Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone for various road
projects. These include the Four-Laning of the Patna-Arrah-
Sasaram section of NH-119A, the Six-Laning of the Varanasi-
Ranchi-Kolkata highway NH-319B, and the Ramnagar-Kacchi
Dargah stretch of NH-119D. He will also commence construction
work on a new Ganga bridge between Buxar and Bharauli. These
projects aim to establish seamless high-speed corridors in Bihar,
thereby boosting trade and regional connectivity. Mr. Modi will
also inaugurate the Four-Laning of the Patna-Gaya-Dobhi section
of NH-22, a project worth around 5,520 crore rupees, and the
Four-Laning of the elevated highway and grade improvements at
Gopalganj Town on NH-27. Furthermore, the Prime Minister will
dedicate to the nation the third Rail Line between Son Nagar-
Mohammad Ganj, a project valued at over 1,330 crore rupees.



In Uttar Pradesh, Prime Minister will unveil development projects worth
around 20,900 crore rupees in Kanpur Nagar this afternoon.

Mr Modi will lay the foundation stone and inaugurate multiple
development projects aimed at boosting the region's infrastructure and
connectivity. He will inaugurate the Chunniganj Metro Station to Kanpur
Central Metro Station section of Kanpur Metro Rail Project worth over
2,120 crore rupees. It will include 14 planned stations with five new
underground stations integrating key city landmarks and commercial hubs
into the metro network. Additionally, he will also inaugurate road widening
and strengthening work of G.T. Road.

Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone of a 220 kV substation in
Sector 28 at Yamuna Expressway Industrial Development Authority
(YEIDA), Gautam Buddh Nagar to meet the growing energy demands of
the region. He will also inaugurate 132 kV Substations worth over Rs 320
crore at Ecotech-8 and Ecotech-10 in Greater Noida.

Mr Modi will inaugurate a 660 MW Panki Thermal Power Extension
Project in Kanpur worth over 8,300 crore rupees enhancing Uttar Pradesh's
energy capacity. He will also inaugurate three 660 MW units of Ghatampur
Thermal Power Project worth over Rs 9,330 crore bolstering the power
supply significantly.

Prime Minister will also inaugurate Rail over bridges over Panki Power
House Railway Crossing and over Panki Dham Crossing on Panki Road at
Kalyanpur Panki Mandir in Kanpur.

Mr Modi will inaugurate 40 MLD (Million Liters per Day) Tertiary
Treatment Plant at Bingawan in Kanpur worth over 290 crore rupees. It will
enable the reuse of treated sewage water, promoting water conservation
and sustainable resource management in the region.

Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for widening and
strengthening of Gauria Pali Marg for industrial development in Kanpur
Nagar District; and widening and strengthening of road to connect Narwal
Mode (AH-1) on Prayagraj Highway to Kanpur Defence Node (4 lane)
under Defence Corridor in Kanpur Nagar District.

Prime Minister will also distribute certificates and cheques to the
beneficiaries of PM Ayushman Vay Vandana Yojna, National Livelihood
Mission and PM Surya Ghar Muft Bijli Yojana.

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh has said that India plans to develop
five prototypes of the fifth-generation stealth fighter jet - the advanced
medium combat aircraft (AMCA) - before undertaking its series production.
Addressing the CII Business Summit in New Delhi, he said, Make-in-India is
an essential component in our national security and it played a key role in
India’s effective action against terrorism during Operation Sindoor. Defence
Minister emphasised that through the AMCA execution model, the private
sector will get an opportunity to participate in a mega defence project
along with public sector companies for the first time.

Defence Ministry has cleared the execution model to design and
produce the stealth fighter jet by the Hindustan Aeronautics Ltd (HAL) in
partnership with private sectors. India has been working on the ambitious
AMCA project to develop the medium weight deep penetration fighter jet
with advanced stealth features to bolster its air power capability.

The Cabinet Committee on Security led by Prime Minister Narendra
Modi had given in-principle approval to the fighter jet programme last year.
The initial development cost of the project has been estimated at around
15,000 crore rupees. The Indian Air Force (IAF) has been pushing for the
AMCA project in view of its long-term requirement. India’s confidence in
the development of the AMCA saw a significant jump after the
development of the Light Combat Aircraft (LCA) Tejas.
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External Affairs Minister Dr. S Jaishankar stated that the relationship
between India and New Zealand is expanding across various sectors. He
made these remarks during a meeting with New Zealand’s Deputy Prime
Minister and Foreign Minister, Winston Peters, in New Delhi yesterday. Dr
Jaishankar highlighted the success of New Zealand Prime Minister
Christopher Luxon's recent visit to India, during which both nations
initiated Free Trade Agreement (FTA) negotiations and signed several
agreements. He emphasized that the current focus for both countries is to
work towards realizing the goals outlined during that visit.
