The NTA in a statement said
that all preparations and logistical arrangements for organising a safe and
secure examination have been made. Over 22.7 lakh candidates have
registered for the examination, which will take place from 2 PM to 5 PM.

EC APP

Election Commission will soon launch a single-point App ECINET for
stakeholders. EC said in a statement, the new one-stop platform, ECINET,
will integrate and reorient over 40 of EC's existing mobile and web
applications. The statement said, it is developing a new user-friendly digital
interface for the electors and its other stakeholders such as the election
officials, political parties and the civil society. ECINET will have an aesthetic



User Interface and a simplified User Experience by providing a singular
platform for all electoral-related activities. This move is also designed to
alleviate the burden of the users for downloading and navigating multiple
Apps and remembering different logins. The platform was envisaged by the
Chief Election Commissioner Gyanesh Kumar during the Conference of
Chief Electoral Officers held in March this year. ECINET will also enable
users to access relevant electoral data on their desktops or smartphones.
To ensure that data is as accurate as possible, the data on ECINET will be
entered solely by the authorized EC official.

INDIA BAN PAKISTANI SHIPS

In the wake of the recent terrorist attack in Pahalgam, India has
banned the entry of Pakistani ships at Indian ports. It has also prohibited
Indian ships from visiting Pakistani ports. Directorate General of Shipping,
in a statement said, that any ship bearing the flag of Pakistan shall not be
allowed to visit any Indian port. It also said that Indian Flag ships will also
not visit any ports of Pakistan. The DGS said that the restrictions have
been put in place with immediate effect and till further order. The decision
has been taken to ensure safety of Indian assets, cargo and connected
infrastructure, in public interest and for the interest of Indian shipping. It
added that any exemption or dispensation from this order shall be
examined and decided on case to case basis.

Earlier, India also banned direct or indirect import of all goods from
Pakistan with immediate effect. India has also suspended all postal
services to and from Pakistan.
