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PAKISTAN SHIP IMPORT BAN

In the wake of the recent terrorist attack in Pahalgam, India has
banned the entry of Pakistani ships at Indian ports. It has also prohibited
Indian ships from visiting Pakistani ports. Directorate General of Shipping,
in a statement said, that any ship bearing the flag of Pakistan shall not be
allowed to visit any Indian port. It also said that Indian Flag ships will also
not visit any ports of Pakistan. The DGS said that the restrictions have
been put in place with immediate effect and till further order. The decision



has been taken to ensure safety of Indian assets, cargo and connected
infrastructure, in public interest and for the interest of Indian shipping. It
added that any exemption or dispensation from this order shall be
examined and decided on case to case basis.

Earlier, India also banned direct or indirect import of all goods from
Pakistan with immediate effect. India has also suspended all postal
services to and from Pakistan.

SHAH-REVIEW MEET

Union Home Minister Amit Shah chaired a high-level review meeting
in New Delhi to assess the progress of National Cooperative Exports
Limited, NCEL, National Cooperative Organics Limited, NCOL, and Bharatiya
Beej Sahkari Samiti Ltd, BBSSL.

Addressing the meeting, Mr. Shah stated that under the leadership of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the three national cooperative institutions
were established in 2023 with the aim of serving as umbrella organizations
for cooperative exports, organic production, and the promotion of quality
seeds. He emphasized that these initiatives are being operated under the

The Home Minister set an ambitious target of two lakh crore rupees
in exports for NCEL, focusing on three new and specific products that are
not currently being exported from India.
