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Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri has said that there have been repeated
violations of the understanding which was arrived at with Pakistan earlier
yesterday.

He said, they have been given instructions to deal strongly
with any instances of repetition of the violations along the International
Border as well as the Line of Control.
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The Foreign Secretary said, Pakistan should understand this situation
properly and take appropriate action immediately to stop this intrusion.
