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REV. J&K HM SHAH

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today announced a special relief
package for Line of Control residents affected by recent shelling from
Pakistan. The Home Minister said that, in addition to the existing 90,000
underground bunkers, additional steps will be taken to strengthen the safety
and support of border communities. Addressing a gathering in the town of
Poonch after distributing appointment letters to the family members of
victims killed in the shelling, the Home Minister said the administration is
currently assessing the damage in the affected areas. The Central
Government will provide all possible support to the victims’ families. He said
that the Indian Army had carried out Operation Sindoor, during which
terrorist infrastructure across the border was targeted and destroyed. Mr,
Shah emphasized that the operation was aimed solely at terrorist camps and
not against civilians or security personnel in Pakistan. He added that, in
response, Pakistan carried out shelling that hit civilian areas in J&K, including
religious sites. Mr. Shah also said that development work in the region will
continue, as it has since 2014, and that security forces will carry on with their
operations against terrorism.

EVE. PM KANPUR VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated and laid the foundation
stone for 15 mega development projects worth over 47,573 crore rupees in
Kanpur, Uttar Pradesh, this afternoon. He also flagged off the Kanpur Metro’s
new corridor between Chunniganj and Nayaganj. Addressing the gathering,
the Prime Minister said that the entire world witnessed the anger and pain of
daughters in the form of Operation Sindoor, and that India completely
destroyed several terror hubs in Pakistan. He said the enemy, which was
trembling during Operation Sindoor, should not be under any illusion,
Operation Sindoor is not over yet. The Prime Minister said Pakistan's state
and non-state actors can no longer play their games, and the enemy will be
dealt with decisively. He said, it was the valour and courage of our armed
forces that forced Pakistan to beg for a ceasefire.

DAY- IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast widespread
to light and moderate rainfall over Northeast part of the country during next
7 days. According to IMD, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Punjab, Haryana,
Chandigarh and Delhi will also witness similar conditions tii 3rd June. the
weather agency also estimated very heavy rainfall over isolated heavy rainfall
likely over Gangetic West Bengal, Bihar, Odisha, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Karaikal, Coastal Karnataka, Kerala, and Mahe. The weatherman said that
fairly widespread to widespread light to moderate rainfall is accompanied by
thunderstorms, lightning, and gusty winds is expected over Kerala, Mahe,
and Karnataka during the next two days. According to the weather agency,
isolated pockets of West Rajasthan are expected to witness heatwave

conditions until tomorrow.



GDP-GROWTH

The country’s real Gross Domestic Product (GDP) is estimated to grow
by 6.5 per cent in the financial year 2024-25. In the last quarter of financial
year 2024-25, real GDP has been estimated to grow by 7.4 percent.
According to the Statistics and Programme Implementation Ministry, nominal
GDP has witnessed a growth rateof 9.8 percent in the financial year 2024-25.
Construction sector was the major driver of the economy during the last
financial year with the estimatedgrowth of 9.4 per cent. Public
administration, defence and other services sector growth is estimated 8.9 per
cent during the financial year 20224-25. Financial, real estate and
professional services’ sector witnessed a growth of 7.2 per centin the same
period. Real GDP or GDP at constant prices is estimated to attain a level of
187.97 lakh crore in financial year 2024-25 while the nominal GDP or GDP at
current price is estimated to attain a level of 30.68 lakh crore rupees in the FY
2024-25.
