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FUR REV DGMO BRIEFING:

Director General of Military Operations, DGMO of the Indian Army, Lieutenant
General Rajiv Ghai today said strikes across nine terror hubs in Pakistan and
PoJK under Operation Sindoor killed over 100 terrorists. Briefing media in New
Delhi this evening, the DGMO said they include high value targets such as Yusuf
Azhar, Abdul Malik Rauf and Mudasir Ahmed that were involved in the hijack of
IC814 and the Pulwama blast. He stated that Operation Sindoor was
conceptualised with a clear military aim to punish the perpetrators and planners
of terror and to destroy their terror infrastructure. Operation Sindoor set into
motion a very diligent and microscoping scarring of the terror landscape across
the borders and the identification of terror camps and training sites. (5/B DGMO)

DGMO BRIEFING (Early)

Lieutenant General Rajiv Ghai said there was a self imposed restriction to target
only terrorists and prevent collateral damage. He added that the LoC was
violated soon after the airstrikes and the erratic and rattled response of the
enemy was apparent from the number of civilians, inhabited villages and
religious sites that were hit by them leading to loss of lives. DGMO highlighted
that the Indian Air Force played a major part in these strikes by engaging some
of these camps and Indian Navy provided wherewithal in terms of precision
munitions. (S/B DGMO)

Director General of Air Operations, Air Marshal AK Bharti informed that the
targets were carefully selected and the target systems that were given to the
Indian Air Force were the notorious training camps at Bahawalpur and Muridke.
He said that through critical target system analysis, Air Force analysed all that
needed to be done to annihilate the targets. He added that they planned to
engage these targets with precision air to surface guided munitions in order to
avoid collateral damage. (S/B DGAO)

Army Chief General Upendra Dwivedi reviewed the security situation with the
Army Commanders of the Western Borders following ceasefire and airspace
violations last night. Indian Army said the Army Chief has granted full authority



to the Army Commanders for counteraction in the kinetic domain to any violation
of the understanding reached after the DGMO talks yesterday.

Earlier today, Prime Minister Narendra Modi held a high level meeting at
his residence. Defence Minister Rajnath Singh, External Affairs Minister Dr S
Jaishankar, National Security Advisor Ajit Doval, Chief of Defence Staff General
Anil Chauhan, Army Chief General Upendra Dwivedi, Navy Chief Admiral Dinesh K
Tripathi, and Air Force Chief Air Chief Marshal Amar Preet Singh were present.
The meeting was held in the wake of the ceasefire arrived at between the two
countries yesterday after the Directors General of Military Operations (DGMOs) of
the two countries spoke to each other. The DGMOs of the two countries are
scheduled to talk again tomorrow.

The World leaders have welcomed the ceasefire between India and Pakistan as a
key move to reduce tensions between the two countries.

UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres welcomed the development,
urging both nations to build on this progress.

UK Foreign Secretary David Lammy has described the ceasefire as hugely
welcome and called on both countries to maintain calm.

EU Foreign Chief Kaja Kallas emphasized the significance of the ceasefire
and the need for vigilance to ensure it holds.

Saudi Arabia's Foreign Ministry in a statement expressed optimism that
the ceasefire will contribute to the restoration of peace and security in the
region.

ISRO Chairman Dr. V.Narayanan today said that the NASA-ISRO synthetic
approach radar satellite is likely to be launched next month.

The ISRO chief said, 50 percent
payload of the G20 satellite will be from India and remaining payload will come
from other countries.

The Central Bureau of Investigation- CBI has conducted searches at 42
locations in 8 states under ongoing Operation Chakra -V against Digital Arrest.
The searches were conducted in the states- Assam, West Bengal, Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh, Maharashtra, Telangana, Karnataka and Tamil Nadu. Under the action,
the agency arrested five persons.

The CBI said in statement that under the operation, searches were carried
out at the premise of various Point of Sale Agents of Telecom Operators,
allegedly acting in connivance with Cybercrime Criminals and unknown executive
of Telecom Service Providers in issuing SIMs Cards. These SIM cards are
subsequently used in illegal activities involving digital arrest, impersonation,
fraudulent advertisement, investment fraud, UPI frauds.

The searches led to seizure of incriminating documents and articles such
as Mobile Phones, electronic devices, copies of KYC documents and identification
of individuals including middlemen involved in distribution of unauthorized SIM
Cards and seizure of movable property acquired from crime proceeds.

The Indian wome99n’s cricket team thrashed Sri Lanka by 97 runs in the
final of the Tri-Nation ODI Series at the R. Premadasa Stadium in Colombo on
Sunday, lifting the trophy in emphatic style. Batting first, India piled on 342 for 7
in their alloted 50 overs, powered by a majestic 116 from vice-captain Smriti
Mandhana-her 11th ODI century. Contributions from the top and middle order,
including Harleen Deol (47), Jemimah Rodrigues (44), and skipper Harmanpreet
Kaur (41), ensured India maintained control despite some mid-innings stutters.
Deepti Sharma and Amanjot Kaur provided a fiery finish scoring 90 runs in the
final 10 overs.

Sri Lanka’s bowlers managed to take wickets at regular intervals, with
Sugandika Kumari, Malik Madara, and Dewmi Vihanga claiming two each, but
fielding errors proved costly.

In reply, Sri Lanka never fully recovered from early blows, folding for 245
in 48.2 overs. Spinner Sneh Rana was lethal with figures of 4 for 38, while pacer
Amanjot Kaur backed her up with 3 for 54. Chamari Athapaththu (51) and
Nilakshika Silva (48) fought back briefly, but India’s clinical bowling sealed a
comprehensive win.

With the Women's ODI World Cup just five months away, the series win
adds morale to the team giving several positives.
