Union Civil Aviation Minister Kinjarapu Ram Mohan Naidu has said
that the country's aviation is not merely infrastructure but it embodies
aspiration, dignity, and development. Addressing the curtain raiser of
Wings India 2026 in New Delhi today, the Minister highlighted that under
the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi the country has seen a
tremendous growth in the aviation sector with numbers of airports in the
country reaching 160 from 74 in 2014. He added that India’s aircraft fleet
has nearly doubled, with 1 thousand 7 hundred new aircraft on order,
aiming to reach 3 thousand 5 hundred by 2047.

Mr. Naidu added that domestic flights have also surged from 6 lakh
annually in 2014 to 11 lakh today, while Delhi Airport has become the
world’s 9th busiest, serving over seven crore 70 lakh passengers annually.
The Minister expressed confidence that in the coming twenty years, 200
new airports are going to be operational in the country and India is going
to become the third largest drone market globally by 2030. He urged



everyone to join Wings India 2026 including students and aviation
enthusiasts and women to lead the revolutionary growth of India’s aviation
sector. Mr. Naidu also invited leaders of the global aviation sector to
participate in the event.

Wings India 2026- Asia's largest trade fair and conference for civil
aviation, is scheduled to be held from the 28th to the 31st of January, next
year at Hyderabad’s Begumpet Airport. Key programs of the event include
Global Ministerial Conference, CEOs' Forum, B2B/B2G meetings, awards
ceremony, exhibition, static display, and demonstration flights. Over 2
thousand business delegates, 7 thousand 5 hundred business visitors, and
more than 1 lakh general visitors are expected to attend, with over 175
exhibitors participating. Focus areas of this edition will be advanced
mobility and aircraft component manufacturing. The theme for Wings India
2026 is Indian aviation: Paving the future - From design to deployment,
Manufacturing to maintenance, Inclusivity to Innovation and Safety to
sustainability.

REV. GADKARI - GOA - TWIN TOWERS

In a major boost to Goa’s tourism and infrastructure landscape,
Union Minister Nitin Gadkari has laid the foundation stone for the
Observatory Towers, worth over 270 crore rupees, atop the New
Zuari Bridge. The project, to be developed under the DBFOT (Design,
Build, Finance, Operate, and Transfer) model, will feature twin towers
inspired by the Eiffel Tower in Paris, each standing 125 metres tall. Fully
funded by a private firm, the towers will house a revolving restaurant, an
art gallery, and modern tourist facilities. Mr. Gadkari recommended
involving local architects in designing the viewing galleries to showcase
Goa’s cultural heritage and liberation history through engaging audio-visual
displays.

Mr. Gadkari also highlighted that 33 thousand crore rupees has been
allocated for highway projescts in Goa. He confirmed that the long-pending
Mumbai-Goa Highway will be completed by the end of June, with
operations beginning within 3 to 4 months. The Union Minister further said
that a ring road project worth over 12 thousand crore rupees is also
under consideration. Expected to be completed in five years, the
Observatory Towers are set to become a global tourist attraction, creating
jobs and boosting the local economy through tourism, hospitality, and



infrastructure development.

SC - CADRE REVIEW

The Supreme Court has directed cadre review in all the Central
Armed Police Forces (CAPFs), including ITBP, BSF, CRPF, CISF and SSB,
within six months. The review was originally scheduled for 2021 but has
been delayed. A bench of Justices Abhay S Oka and Ujjal Bhuyan directed
the Department of Personnel and Training to take an appropriate decision
within three months of receipt of the action taken report from the Ministry
of Home Affairs regarding cadre review and review of existing service rules
and recruitment rules. The court's direction came on a batch of pleas
seeking Non Functional Financial Upgradation, cadre review and
restructuring and amendment of recruitment rules to eliminate IPS
deputation. The court said the role of CAPFs is crucial for maintaining
security at the borders of the country as well as for discharging internal
security duties. It said there are various issues connected with the
deployment of CAPFs, including coordinating with the state governments
and the state police force.

US - HARVARD UNIVERSITY

A US court in the state of Massachusetts temporarily blocked the
Trump administration's order revoking Harvard University's certification to
enroll international students. The court's decision came a day after the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) cancelled Harvard's certification
to use Student and Exchange Visitor Information System in an escalation of
US President Donald Trump's attack on the Ivy League school. The DHS
decision also told the university that foreign students on its rolls must
transfer to another college or lose status. There are an estimated 780
Indian students and scholars at Harvard. In a letter to the college's
community, Alan M. Garber, Harvard's President, said the university
condemns this unlawful and unwarranted action. He added that it imperils
the futures of thousands of students and scholars across Harvard and
serves as a warning to countless others at colleges and universities
throughout the country who have come to America to pursue their
education and fulfil their dreams. The Trump administration has suspended
all funding for the University and sought to revoke its tax-exempt status
over its handling of the pro-Palestine protests and attacks on Jewish
students.
