PM-RAJASTHAN VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will dedicate to the nation multiple development
projects worth over 26 thousand crore rupees in Bikaner, Rajasthan on 22" of this
month. These projects will play a vital role in enhancing railways, roadways, power,
water, new and renewable energy sectors.

During his visit, the Prime Minister will inaugurate 103 redeveloped Amrit
Stations in 86 districts across 18 States and Union Territories. He will also flag-off
Bikaner-Mumbai express train. Over 1300 stations are being redeveloped with modern
facilities, designed to showcase regional architecture and enhance passenger amenities
under the Amrit Bharat Station Scheme. The Prime Minister will lay the foundation
stone of Churu-Sadulpur rail line and dedicate to the Nation Suratgarh-Phalodi,
Phulera-Degana, Udaipur-Himmatnagar, Phalodi-Jaisalmer and Samdari-Barmer rail
line electrification projects.

In a major boost to road infrastructure in Rajasthan, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi will lay the foundation stone for construction of three vehicle underpasses,
widening and strengthening of National highways. He will also dedicate seven
roadways projects in Rajasthan.

FSSAI FRUITS WAX

The Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) has urged all States
and Union Territories to intensify inspections and carry out special enforcement drives
to curb the illegal use of non-permitted fruit ripening agents, as well as the colouring
and coating of fruits with synthetic colours or non-permitted wax. In a notification, the
FSSAI urged the Commissioners of Food Safety of all States and Union Territories, as
well as the Regional Directors of FSSAI, to maintain strict vigilance over fruit markets
and mandis, in order to curb the illegal use of ripening agents such as calcium carbide.
FSSAI also urged all Food Business Operators to adhere to the Standard Operating
Procedures to ensure safe and compliant ripening practices. The Authority reiterated
that any violation of norms will lead to strict penal action under the FSS Act, 2006.

IMD YELLOW ALERT

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a yellow alert for heavy
rain and thunderstorms over the next four days for Mumbai and the Konkan region.
Other areas in Maharashtra, including Raigad, Nashik, and Pune, are under an orange
warning for 'extremely heavy rain'. The early onset of rain is attributed to favourable
climatic conditions, particularly neutral phases of El Nifio and the Indian Ocean Dipole
(IOD), which may contribute to strong monsoon spells. Weather experts are optimistic
about a timely and possibly abundant monsoon season due to these neutral indicators.
Unseasonal showers, which began around 6th May, have continued for nearly two
weeks, making this the city’s wettest May since 2021. The Colaba observatory
recorded 85.2 mm of rainfall, while Santacruz station logged 47.4 mm by Monday
morning.

US-GOLDEN DOME

US President Donald Trump has announced 175 billion dollar Golden Dome
missile defense shield for the United States. He has also named US Space Force
General Michael Guetlein to head the ambitious program aimed at blocking threats
from China and Russia. Addressing a press conference at White House last night,
Trump said, Golden Dome will protect the US from long-range missiles, including those
launched from space or other continents, and will integrate with current defense
systems. The initiative is inspired by Israel’s Iron Dome but will be much larger.

Golden Dome aims to create a network of satellites to detect, track and
potentially intercept incoming missiles. The shield could deploy hundreds of satellites
for missile detection and tracking. US President said, the project would be completed
by the end of his term in January 2029, but industry experts are less certain of that
time frame and the cost.

Trump also mentioned that Canada has shown interest in joining the project.

Potential contractors include Lockheed Martin, Raytheon, and L3Harris
Technologies. There are concerns from Democrats about a possible conflict of interest
if SpaceX, led by Elon Musk, becomes involved, given Musk's advisory ties to Trump.
