New Delhi's message of zero tolerance against terrorism is echoing
worldwide with India's multi party delegations holding back to back
interactions with world leaders, Parliamentarians, think tanks, media and
civil society in different countries to further unmask Pakistan's cross border
terrorism. In Panama, the all-Party Indian delegation headed by Congress
MP Shashi Tharoor held a meeting with the Panama Assembly President,
Dana Castaneda. During his meeting, Mr. Tharoor said that India had no
interest in starting a war, but felt that a terrorist act must not go
unpunished. He added that India attacked the known headquarters of
terrorist bases after Pakistan failed to take action against the perpetrators
of the Pahalgam Terror Attack. Mr. Tharoor said that the delegation comes
from different political backgrounds and different parts of India, but is
united in national purpose.

He appealed to Panama to help India in its fight against terrorism
and put pressure on the perpetrators to actually identify and prosecute the
criminals. Talking about the role of Pakistan, Mr. Tharoor highlighted that
Islamabad has repeatedly chosen to attack India because it wants territory
that is a sovereign part of the borders of India.

In South Africa, the all-Party delegation led by NCP (SCP) Supriya
Sule advocated India's zero-tolerance policy towards cross-border
terrorism. The delegation shared that Operation Sindoor, conducted by
Indian in response, was calibrated, targeted and proportionate,
demonstrating India's commitment to countering terrorism without
escalating tensions. They emphasized the need to stop differentiating the
terrorists and their backers, dismantling the cross-border terrorism
infrastructure, developed and used against India for several decades. The
delegation also interacted with Indian community in South Africa, and
stressed India’s national consensus and collective resolve against terrorism
in all its forms. The delegation will visit Cape Town today for meetings in
the South African Parliament and with Ministers of South African
Government.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has reaffirmed the goal of making
India a fully developed country by 2047. Drawing a comparison with the
freedom movement, he asserted that if past generations could drive out
colonial rulers in 20-35 years, today’s 140 crore citizens can realize the
dream of a developed India within the next 25 years. Addressing the
celebrations of 20 years of Gujarat Urban Growth Story in Gandhinagar,
Gujarat yesterday the Prime Minister highlighted India's significant
economic rise and expressed pride in the country surpassing global
competitors. On India becoming the fourth-largest economy, Mr. Modi
noted that overtaking a former colonial power marked a historic
achievement. He added that now the push to reach the third spot is
gaining momentum. He also reiterated India’s ambition to host the
Olympics in 2036, underscoring the country's readiness to take on global
leadership roles.

Highlighting the significance of Operation Sindoor, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi said, it will extend beyond its original scope, symbolizing a
lifelong commitment to national progress. He said Operation Sindoor is not
merely a military initiative but a responsibility shared by every Indian
citizen. The Prime Minister urged citizens to assess their daily consumption,
identify foreign products, and replace them with locally made alternatives.
The Prime Minister stressed the necessity of economic self-reliance,
advocating for the One District, One Product strategy to enhance local
manufacturing and support indigenous industries. Encouraging national
pride, the Prime Minister urged citizens to take pride in Made in India
products and celebrate the country’s advancements.

Prime Minister Modi concluded two day visit to Gujarat, during which
he inaugurated and laid foundation stone of multiple development projects
worth over 82,000 crore rupees.

PM VISIT-BIHAR

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a two-day visit to Bihar

tomorrow. On the 29th of May, Mr. Modi is scheduled to inaugurate the
new terminal building of Jayaprakash Narayan International Patna Airport
at approximately 5:45 PM. Following the inauguration, he will hold a
roadshow in Patna. On 30th May, Mr. Modi will visit Bikramganj in Rohtas
district. He will inaugurate, lay the foundation stone for, and dedicate
multiple development projects worth over 48,520 crore rupees. He is also
scheduled to address a public meeting at the venue.
The new terminal building at Patna Airport, constructed at a cost of
approximately 1,200 crore rupees, is set to significantly enhance the
airport's annual passenger handling capacity to one crore. The Prime
Minister will also lay the foundation stone for the new civil enclave of Bihta
Airport, a project worth over 1,410 crore rupees. Bihta Airport is intended
to serve Patna and its rapidly developing adjacent areas, which are
emerging as an educational hub, housing IIT Patna and the proposed NIT
Patna campus.

In Bikramganj, the Prime Minister will inaugurate and lay the
foundation stone for Stage-II of the Nabinagar Super Thermal Power
Project in Aurangabad district. This project, with an accumulated capacity
of 2400 MW, is worth over 29,930 crore rupees. Upon completion, the



Nabinagar STP project is expected to ensure energy security for Bihar and
Eastern India, fostering industrial growth, creating job opportunities, and
providing affordable electricity in the region.

In a significant boost to road infrastructure and connectivity in the
region, the Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for various road
projects. These include the Four-Laning of the Patna-Arrah-Sasaram
section of NH-119A, the Six-Laning of the Varanasi-Ranchi-Kolkata highway
NH-319B, and the Ramnagar-Kacchi Dargah stretch of NH-119D. He will
also commence construction work on a new Ganga bridge between Buxar
and Bharauli. These projects aim to establish seamless high-speed
corridors in Bihar, thereby boosting trade and regional connectivity. Mr.
Modi will also inaugurate the Four-Laning of the Patna-Gaya-Dobhi section
of NH-22, a project worth around 5,520 crore rupees, and the Four-Laning
of the elevated highway and grade improvements at Gopalganj Town on
NH-27. Furthermore, the Prime Minister will dedicate to the nation the third
Rail Line between Son Nagar-Mohammad Ganj, a project valued at over
1,330 crore rupees.

India has received foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows worth
81.04 billion US dollars in the financial year 2024-25. It reflects a 14
percent increase from 71.28 billion US dollars in the financial year 2023-24.
Ministry of Commerce and Industry in a statement said that the services
sector emerged as the top recipient of FDI equity in 2024-25 by attracting
19 percent of total inflows. It was followed by computer software and
hardware at 16 percent and trading at 8 percent. FDI into the services
sector also rose by 40.77 percent to 9.35 billion US dollars from 6.64 billion



dollars in the previous year. The Ministry added that India is also becoming
a hub for manufacturing FDI, which grew by 18 percent in financial year
2024-25 and reached 19.04 billion dollars as compared to 16.12 billion
dollars in 2023-24.The Government has put in place an investor-friendly
FDI policy, under which most sectors are open for 100 per cent FDI
through the automatic route.
