The Minister was speaking at the inauguration of the
Embassy of Honduras in New Delhi. Dr. Jaishankar acknowledged
Honduras for issuing a statement of solidarity after the cowardly terrorist
attack at Pahalgam in Jammu and Kashmir. He added that the opening of
the Embassy of Honduras in the National Capital will go a long way to
facilitate trade promotion. The Minister asserted that the economic



engagements between the two nations have been underpinned by trade,
investment, and technical cooperation. He said that India and Honduras
have a diversified basket that includes pharmaceuticals, textiles,
automobiles, and machinery, and India imports coffee, wood, and leather
from Honduras. The Union Minister emphasized that the commercial
exchange between the two nations highlights the considerable potential in
areas such as agriculture, business, renewable energy, health care,
information technology, and manufacturing.  Mr. Jaishankar further
mentioned India and Honduras are now engaged in installing an early
warning system aimed at strengthening Honduras' preparedness for
disaster resilience. He added that the collaboration of the two nations on
the global stage has found many meaningful expressions, including in the
United Nations, and the Indian diaspora in Honduras serves as a living
bridge of friendship between the two countries.

JAISHANKAR-PAKISTAN

External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar today ruled out any third
party mediation between India and Pakistan, reiterating that dealings with
Islamabad will be strictly bilateral. Talking to media on the sidelines of an
event in New Delhi, Dr Jaishankar said, India has made it clear that the
only thing which remains to be discussed with Pakistan is the vacating of
illegally occupied Indian territory in Pakistan-occupied Kashmir.

The External Affairs Minister stressed that this is a national consensus



for years, and there is absolutely no change in India's position. He
highlighted that Prime Minister Narendra Modi made it very clear that talks
with Pakistan will be only on terror. He added that Pakistan has a list of
terrorists that needs to be handed over, and they have to dismantle the
terrorist infrastructure.

On cessation of firing and military action between India and Pakistan,

Dr Jaishankar elaborated that New Delhi had sent a message to Islamabad
that only terrorist infrastructure is being taregted and asked the Pak
military not to interfere. However, he said, Pakistan chose to ignore the
advice. He added that it is clear who wanted cessation of firing after
Pakistan got badly hit on the morning of 10th May. The External Affairs
Minister pointed out that the satellite pictures show how much damage
India did and what little damage Pakistan did.

The High Court of Justice in London on Thursday rejected a fresh bail
petition filed by diamantaire Nirav Modi, who is held in a prison there and
wanted in India in the Rs 13,000 crore Punjab National Bank (PNB) fraud
case orchestrated with his uncle Mehul Choksi, officials said. Modi
approached the court in London on Thursday seeking his release on bail
pending the decision on his extradition request, they said. "Fresh bail
petition filed by Nirav Deepak Modi was rejected Thursday by the High



Court of Justice, King's Bench Division, London. The bail arguments were
strongly opposed by the Crown Prosecution Service advocate, who was
ably assisted by a strong CBI team consisting of investigating and law
officers who travelled to London for this purpose," the CBI said in a
statement in Delhi.
