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Operation Sindoor, conducted last night by the Indian Armed Forces,
was of 25 minutes and nine terrorist sites in Pakistan and Pakistan
Occupied Jammu and Kashmir were destroyed in this retaliatory action.
The terrorist sites destroyed by the Indian Armed Forces were at Sarjal
camp in Sialkot, Mehmoona Joya and Markaz Taiba Muridke and Markaz
Subhanallah in Bahawalpur in Pakistan. In Pakistan-occupied Jammu and
Kashmir, terrorist camps in Sawai Nala, and Syed Na Bilal in Muzaffarabad,
Kotli Gulpur, Bimber and Kotli Abbas were destroyed.

In a joint press briefing of the Indian Army, Indian Air Force and the
External Affairs Ministry in New Delhi, Colonel Sofia Qureshi of the Indian
Army and Wing Commander Vyomika Singh of the Indian Air Force
informed that Operation Sindoor was launched to give justice to the victims
of the Pahalgam terrorist attack. They informed that it was conducted from
1:05 AM to 1:30 AM last night. They said for the last three decades,



Pakistan has been constructing terror infrastructure, which includes
recruitment, indoctrination centres, training areas, and launch pads that
are spread across Pakistan and Pakistan-Occupied Jammu and Kashmir.
They gave details about the operation, including destroyed terrorist sites
and how the operation was conducted successfully without targeting
military and civilian installations. They said that the Indian Armed Forces
are fully prepared to give a befitting reply to any Pakistan’s misadventure
in the future.

Highlighting the details of the terror camps and their involvement in
terror activities against India, Colonel Sofiya Qureshi said, terror targets
were chosen based on credible information and their involvement in cross-
border terrorism.

Speaking on this occasion, Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri said the
investigation into the Pahalgam terrorist attack has exposed the links of
Pakistan with terrorists. He said, India's intelligence agencies monitoring
terrorist activities have indicated that there could be more attacks on India.
Referring to the Pahalgam terror attack, Mr Misri said this dastardly attack
was intended to harm tourism in Jammu and Kashmir and provoke
communal discord in Jammu and Kashmir and other parts of the country.
Mr Misri highlighted that the Pahalgam incident was the most serious terror
attack since the 2008 Mumbai attack, considering that the civilians were
attacked.

Mr Misri said that a group called the Resistance Front has claimed
responsibility for the Pahalgam attack, and this group is connected with
Lashkar-e Taiba. He said, Pakistan links have been established in this
attack. He said it was deemed essential that the perpetrators and planners
of the Pahalgam attack be brought to justice.

In the wake of Operation Sindoor, several domestic flights have been
cancelled. In its advisory, AIR India informed that the flights to and from
Jammu, Srinagar, Leh, Jodhpur, Amritsar, Bhuj, Jamnagar, Chandigarh and
Rajkot have been cancelled till the 10th of this month. The decision was
taken following a notification from the Aviation authorities on the closure of
these airports. It said, the customers holding valid tickets for travel during
this period will be offered a one-time waiver on rescheduling charges or a
full refund for cancellations.

Meanwhile, Indigo has also cancelled flights to and from Srinagar,
Jammu, Amritsar, Leh, Chandigarh, Dharamshala, Bikaner, and Jodhpur for
today. It has also advised all passengers to stay updated on their flight
status before heading to the airport.
