The Prime Minister shared that a bus has reached Gadchiroli’s Katejhari village for
the first time. He said a bus could never ply to the village earlier, as this village
was affected by Maoist violence. He expressed satisfaction that change in

He also expressed happiness that the results of Dantewada district in the 10th and
12th standard examinations have been excellent. He expressed pride that the flag of
education is flying high in Dantewada, where Maoism was once at its peak.
Touching upon the subject of Drone Didis, Prime Minister said women in

Sangareddy district of Telangana are spraying pesticides on 50 acres of land with



the help of drones and said they are not known as 'drone operators' but as 'sky

REV EVE NDA-GOVERNANCE: A day long conclave of National
Democratic Alliance (NDA) Chief Ministers and Deputy Chief Ministers was
held in New Delhi today. The meeting was Chaired by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi. The meeting organised by the BJP's Good Governance
Department, focussed on good governance issues. BJP President Jagat

JAYANT-CAC MEETING: The Ministry of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship will convene the 38th Meeting of the Central Apprenticeship
Council (CAC) tomorrow at Vigyan Bhawan in New Delhi. In a statement the
Ministry said that the Council, reconstituted in October 2024 under the
chairmanship of Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Minister Jayant
Chaudhary, plays a pivotal role in advising the Government on key policies
related to apprenticeship training across the country. Ahead of the meeting, Mr.
Chaudhary stated that the future of apprenticeships lies at the intersection of



education, technology and opportunity. This 38th CAC will deliberate on critical
reforms including Digital and virtual mode apprenticeship delivery, Provisions for
global deployment of apprentices at client sites, Enhanced stipend rates linked to
inflation and Measures to support women, PwDs, and apprentices from NER.

INDIA ECONOMY: NITI Aayog CEO BVR Subrahmayam has said that India has
surpassed Japan to become the fourth-largest economy in the world. Briefing
media in New Delhi yesterday after the Governing Council Meeting of NITI
Aayog, Dr Subrahmanyam said that according to IMF data, India today is larger
than Japan. He said India is the fourth largest economy and a four trillion dollar
economy. He expressed confidence that in a matter of another two to three
years, India will become the third largest economy.

FPIs: Foreign investors have pumped in nearly 14,000 crore rupees into the
Indian equities market so far in May. According to the depositories data, the
Foreign Portfolio investors, or FPIs, invested 13,835 crore rupees into the
equities market but pulled out 7,743 crore rupees from the debt markets so far
in May. The positive sentiment towards equities comes after a net investment of
4,223 in April after three months of continuous outflows. Earlier, they had pulled
out 3,973 crore rupees in March, 34,574 crore in February, and 78,027 crore
rupees in January.

HP — FLOOD: In Himachal Pradesh, a cloudburst occurred yesterday evening in
Jagatkhan, located in the Nirmand area of Kullu district, causing flash floods. Due
to the sudden surge of water, several vehicles parked by the roadside were
swept away. This region is adjacent to Rampur in Shimla district. According to
Nirmand SDM Manmohan Sharma, there were no casualties, but more than a
dozen vehicles were damaged. The cloudburst also caused water and debris to
enter many houses in the area, leading to significant damage. Additionally, a
hailstorm struck the region, resulting in damage to apple crop. The
administration has advised residents and tourists to stay away from rivers and
streams, keeping the weather conditions in mind.

MALAYSIA MASTERS BADMINTON: In Badminton, India’s Kidambi Srikanth
finished as the runner-up at the Malaysia Masters tournament in Kuala Lumpur
this afternoon. He lost to the World Number 4, Shi Feng Li of China in the Men's
Singles final, 21-11, 21-9. Earlier, Srikanth, the 2021 World Championships silver
medallist, secured his spot in the final with a straight-games victory over Tanaka,
21-18, 24-22.



DJOKOVIC - 100TH TITLE: Star tennis player, Novak Djokovic made history as
he clinched his 100th ATP singles title. Yesterday, the 38-year-old Serb bagged
the 100th title of his stellar career after beating Poland's Hubert Hurkacz to win
the Geneva Open Men's Singles. The Olympic gold medalist Djokovic defeated
Hurkacz 5-7, 7-6 (7-2), 7-6 (7-2)/. Djokovic, with this comeback victory became
the third such player in the Open era to achieve the feat after Jimmy Connors
and Roger Federer. Connors logged 109 titles while Federer recorded 103 titles
in their distinguished tennis careers. After the match, all the ball boys and girls
formed a number 100 to pay a tribute to Djokovic.

REV IPL CRICKET
In IPL T20 Cricket, chasing a target of 231 runs, Gujarat Titans
were for loss of wickets in over against

Chennai Super Kings at the Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad, when
reports last came in. Earlier, opting to bat, Chennai Super Kings scored
230 runs for 5 in stipulated 20 overs.

The match holds high stakes for the Titans, as a win will secure them
a top 2 finish at the points table. While for Chennai, it's a matter of pride,
as they currently languish at the bottom.

In the second match of the day, Sunrisers Hyderabad will clash
with Kolkata Knight Riders at the Arun Jaitley Stadium in Delhi from 7:30
PM.

The top four teams of the IPL 2025 have been confirmed. IPL 2022
winners Gujarat Titans, currently leading the points table have sealed a
place in the playoffs along with Punjab Kings and three-time runners-up
Royal Challengers Bengaluru. Five-time champions Mumbai Indians
defeated Delhi Capitals on May 21 to claim the final available spot.

Playoffs will start from 29th of this month while the final match will

be played on 3rd of June at Narendra Modi Stadium, Ahmedabad.
