REV. KHARGE-CASTE CENSUS

Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge today wrote a letter to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi making some suggestions on caste census. In a
letter, Mr Kharge has urged to have a dialogue with all political parties over
the caste census and also cited Telangana government’s model for the
exercise.
