In Goa, six persons lost their lives and over 50 others were injured in
a stampede at the Shree Lairai Zatra festival in Shirgao village at Bicholim.
The injured are undergoing treatment at Bicholim Health Centre in Mapusa
District Hospital and Goa Medical College and Hospital. Chief Minister Dr.
Pramod Sawant met the injured people at the Mapusa District Hospital. The
state government initiated an emergency response immediately after the
incident. All necessary medical arrangements have been made and
government is closely monitoring the condition of each patient. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi has expressed grief at loss of lives in the incident.
In a social media post, Mr Modi wished speedy recovery for those injured.
He said, the local administration is assisting those affected.

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DAY. PM MODI-ANGOLA PREZ VISIT

President of Angola, Joao Manuel Gongalves Lourenco was accorded
a ceremonial welcome at the forecourt of Rashtrapati Bhawan in the
National Capital this morning. President Droupadi Murmu and Prime
Minister Narendra Modi welcomed the President of Angola. Speaking to the
media, President Lourenco highlighted that this State visit marks the first in
38 years, making it a significant moment for Angola. He emphasized the
importance of the visit in strengthening the bonds of friendship and
cooperation between India and Angola. President Lourengo expressed his
delegation's deep appreciation for the warm and hospitable reception they
received from the people of India.

Gandhi at Rajghat Later in the day, Prime Minister Modi will hold delegation
level talks with President of Angola in New Delhi. Several agreements are
expected to be signed between the two countries following the talks to
boost bilateral cooperation in various fields. President of Angola arrived in
New Delhi yesterday on three-day State Visit to India. He is accompanied
by a high-level delegation, including several Ministers, senior officials,
business houses and media.

President Droupadi Murmu will hold discussions with her Angolan
counterpart and will also host a banquet in honour of the visiting dignitary.
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar and Health Minister Jagat Prakash
Nadda will call on the President of Angola.

The visit of a President of Angola to India is taking place after 38
years. The visit comes at a time when India and Angola are celebrating the



40th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations this year.
Tomorrow, President Laurenco will participate in a business event in New
Delhi, aimed at promoting investment and commercial linkages between
the two countries. India and Angola enjoy warm and friendly relations built
over the years. Bilateral relations of the two countries are underpinned by
a vibrant energy partnership. Bilateral trade between the two countries has
been growing and reached over four billion dollars during 2023-2024. The
Development Partnership, Capacity-Building Cooperation and Defence
relationship have also been expanding. Both countries support each other’s
candidature at various multilateral fora including in the United Nations.

BIJP-CONGRESS
BJP today launched a scathing attack on the Congress accusing the
party of undermining national security and echoing narratives favorable to
Pakistan.

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WORLD PRESS FREEDOM DAY

World Press Freedom Day is being observed today. The day serves as
an occasion to encourage and develop initiatives in favour of press
freedom, and to assess the state of press freedom worldwide. The theme
for this year is "Reporting in the Brave New World - The Impact of Artificial
Intelligence on Press Freedom and the Media." The theme highlights rapid
growth and use of Artificial Intelligence (AI) in changing journalism, media,
and press freedom. Moreover, Al's impact on information gathering,
processing, and dissemination is profound, presenting both innovative
opportunities and serious challenges. The World Press Freedom Day was
declared by the United Nations General Assembly in 1993 following a
recommendation adopted at the 26th Session of UNESCO’s General
Conference in 1991. This was in response to a call by African journalists
who produced the landmark Windhoek Declaration on media pluralism and

independence.
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FISHERMEN ATTACK

Nineteen fishermen from Nagapattinam were allegedly attacked by
the Srilankan pirates this morning. The fishermen from Akkaraipettai in
Nagapattinam district of Tamil Nadu had been fishing near Kodikkarai when
the incident occurred. The fishermen who were attacked reached the
shores and told that they had forcibly taken their fish catch which is valued
at around 20 lakh rupees alongwith their fishing nets. Those who were
wounded during the attack have been admitted to the hospitals at
Nagapattinam for treatment. The fishermen associations have demanded



the Centre and the State Government to take appropriate action on the
issue with the Srilankan Government.

DHAKA-RALLY

In Bangladesh, thousands of activists of Islamist organisation
Hefazat-e-Islam gathered at Suhrawardy Udyan in Dhaka with a four-point
demand including abolition of the Women's Affairs Reform Commission and
other demands. Speaking at the rally, Hefazat-e-Islam central committee
member Mahmud bin Hossain said they are ready to make the ultimate
sacrifice to prevent any activities that go against the Holy Quran, and this
rally serves as a proof in this regard. He demanded that the government
immediately cancel the recommendations of the women’s affairs reform
commission.

Earlier in April, the Women's Affairs Reform Commission had
recommended the Interim Government of Bangladesh to issue an
ordinance to ensure equal rights for women of all religions in matters of
marriage, divorce, inheritance, and maintenance, through enacting a
uniform family law. To increase women’s representation through direct
elections, the commission also recommended expanding the number of
parliamentary seats to 600 and reserving 300 of those for women, to be
filled through direct elections. The others demands of Hefazat are:
reinstatement of total belief and reliance on Allah instead of pluralism in
the constitution, withdrawing all cases against Hefazat members and trial
of the genocides, including the so-called Shapla Chattar killings, and
government's intervention to stop Israel from killing Palestinians.
