SC-LAND: The Supreme Court today warned the Telangana government of stern
action if they do not make amends for the large number of trees felled Kancha
Gachibowli in Rangareddy district. The Bench of the Chief Justice of Supreme
Court BR Gavai and Justice Augustine George Masih today told State authorities
to either restore the lost forest cover or face consequences. The CJI Gavai orally
said that State has to decide whether it restores forest or officers would be sent to
jail. The Court was hearing a suo motu case initiated in the wake of large-scale
felling of trees by State government at a 400-acre parcel of land in Kancha
Gachibowli village. The Chief Justice later adjourned the suo motu matter to July

Gachibowli, abutting the University of Hyderabad. He castigated the Chief
Minister for making the officials face the Supreme Court’s wrath for his misdeeds.
