In a social media post, the Prime 
Minister said that this great city will get a new passenger terminal which 
can handle bigger volumes of traffic. He added that the people of Bihar 
have been waiting for this for many years. The foundation stone for a new 
civil enclave of Bihta Airport will also be laid. These initiatives will lead to 
better connectivity and will boost commerce. The Prime Minister also said 
that he will be addressing a BJP West Bengal public meeting in Alipurduar 
tomorrow afternoon. He said that over the last decade, the various 
schemes of the NDA Government have been greatly appreciated by the 
people of West Bengal.  

 

CABINET    

Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs has approved the increase in the 
Minimum Support Prices, MSP for fourteen Kharif crops for Marketing 
Season 2025-26. Briefing media in New Delhi this afternoon, Information 
and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said government has 
increased the MSP of Kharif crops for Marketing Season 2025-26, to ensure 
remunerative prices to the growers for their produce. The highest absolute 
increase in MSP over the previous year has been recommended for niger 
seed at 820 rupees per quintal, followed by Ragi at 596 per quintal, Cotton 
at 589 rupees per quintal and Sesamum at 579 rupees per quintal.Cabinet 
has also approved two multitracking projects across Indian Railways in 
Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh. The initiatives will improve travel 
convenience, reduce logistic cost, decrease oil imports and contribute to 
lower CO2 emissions, supporting sustainable and efficient rail operations. 
The total estimated cost of the projects is 3,399 crore rupees and will be 
completed up to 2029-30.Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs has 
approved the construction of 4-Lane Badvel-Nellore Corridor with a length 
of 108.134 km at a cost of 3653.10 crore rupees in Andhra Pradesh on 



NH(67) on Design-Build-Finance-Operate-Transfer Mode. The approved 
Badvel-Nellore corridor will provide connectivity to important nodes in the 
three Industrial Corridors of Andhra Pradesh. These are Kopparthy Node on 
the Vishakhapatnam-Chennai Industrial Corridor, Orvakal Node on 
Hyderabad-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor and Krishnapatnam Node on 
Chennai-Bengaluru Industrial Corridor. This will have a positive impact on 
the Logistic Performance Index of the country. Cabinet has approved the 
continuation of the Interest Subvention IS component under the Modified 
Interest Subvention Scheme, MISS for 2025-26, and approved required 
fund arrangements. MISS is a Central Sector Scheme aimed at ensuring the 
availability of short-term credit to farmers at an affordable interest rate 
through Kisan Credit Card. Farmers received short-term loans of up to 
three lakh through Kisan Credit Cards at a subsidized interest rate of 7 
percent, with 1.5 percent interest subvention provided to eligible lending 
institutions. Farmers repaying loans promptly are eligible for an incentive of 
up to 3 percent as Prompt Repayment Incentive effectively reducing their 
interest rate on KCC loans to 4 percent.For loans taken exclusively for 
animal husbandry or fisheries, the interest benefit is applicable up to two 
lakh rupees.

REV. PM - VISIT TO STATES 

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a two-day visit to Sikkim, West 
Bengal, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh tomorrow. During his visit, he will 
inaugurate, dedicate and lay the foundation stone of multiple development 
projects worth more than Rs 70,000 crore. In Sikkim, the Prime Minister 
will participate in the “Sikkim@50: Where Progress meets purpose and 
nature nurtures growth” programme. He will also lay the foundation stone 
and inaugurate multiple development projects in the State and address the 
gathering on the occasion. The projects include a new 500-bedded District 
hospital worth over 750 crore rupees in Namchi district; a Passenger 
Ropeway at Sangachoeling, Pelling in Gyalshing District; a Statue of Bharat 
Ratna Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji at Atal Amrit Udyan at Sangkhola in Gangtok 
District, among others.  Mr Modi will also release the Commemorative coin, 



souvenir coin and stamp of 50 years of Statehood. Later, Mr Modi will visit 
West Bengal where he will lay the foundation stone of City Gas Distribution 
project in Alipurduar and Cooch Behar districts in Alipurduar. The projects, 
worth over 1010 crore rupees, will provide a convenient, reliable, 
environment-friendly and cost-effective fuel supply and create employment 
opportunities in the region. Further, he will visit Bihar and inaugurate the 
new terminal building of Patna Airport in the evening at around 5:45 PM. 
The next day, Mr Modi will inaugurate, lay the foundation stone and 
dedicate to the nation multiple development projects worth over 48 
thousand 520 crore in Karakat, Bihar. He will also address a public 
function. Thereafter, he will visit Uttar Pradesh to lay the foundation stone 
and inaugurate multiple development projects worth around 20 thousand 
900 crore at Kanpur Nagar, while addressing a public function. 

 

DAY ALL PARTY DELEGATION 

 The All-Party Parliamentary Delegation, led by JD (U) MP  Sanjay Jha, 
reached Jakarta, Indonesia, today as part of India’s diplomatic outreach on 
Operation Sindoor. The delegation has so far visited Japan, South Korea 
and Singapore as part of India's global outreach against Pakistan-
sponsored terrorism. The delegation met with the Vice-Chairperson of the 
Committee for Inter-Parliamentary Cooperation, Muhammad Husein 
Fadlulloh, and the Chairperson of the Indonesia-India Parliamentary 
Friendship Group, Muhammad Rofiqi, to sensitise them on India’s strong 
commitment against terrorism. The Indonesian side conveyed that they 
condemn terrorism and believe in dialogue to solve problems. They 
supported India's zero-tolerance approach. Another multi-party delegation 
led by Shiv Sena MP Shrikant Shinde has left for Sierra Leone after 
concluding their visit to the Democratic Republic of Congo. The all-party 
Parliamentary delegation led by BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad has reached  
Rome for wide-ranging interactions. The delegation was received by 
Ambassador Vani Rao.  The delegation will convey India's firm and united 



message against cross-border terrorism in the context of Operation 
Sindoor. In Rome, the delegation would be interacting with the Members of 
Parliament, think tanks and media. They will also meet a cross-section of 
the vibrant Indian community in Italy. Their discussions and interactions in 
Italy are aimed at strengthening India's bilateral and international 
cooperation to combat terrorism. The visit will further enhance mutual 
understanding between India and Italy and strengthen the growing 
strategic partnership. In Panama, the all-party Indian delegation headed by 
Congress MP Shashi Tharoor held a meeting with the Panama Assembly 
President, Dana Castaneda. During his meeting, Mr. Tharoor said that India 
had no interest in starting a war, but felt that a terrorist act must not go 
unpunished. He added that India attacked the known headquarters of 
terrorist bases after Pakistan failed to take action against the perpetrators 
of the Pahalgam Terror Attack. Mr. Tharoor said that the delegation comes 
from different political backgrounds and different parts of India, but is 
united in national purpose.

He appealed to Panama to help India in its fight against terrorism and put 
pressure on the perpetrators to identify and prosecute the criminals. 
Talking about the role of Pakistan, Mr. Tharoor highlighted that Islamabad 
has repeatedly chosen to attack India because it wants territory that is a 
sovereign part of the borders of India. In South Africa, the all-party 
delegation led by NCP (SCP) Supriya Sule advocated India's zero-tolerance 
policy towards cross-border terrorism. The delegation shared that 
Operation Sindoor, conducted by Indian in response, was calibrated, 
targeted and proportionate, demonstrating India's commitment to 
countering terrorism without escalating tensions. They emphasised the 
need to stop differentiating the terrorists and their backers, dismantling the 
cross-border terrorism infrastructure that was developed and used against 
India for several decades. The delegation also interacted with the Indian 
community in South Africa and stressed India’s national consensus and 
collective resolve against terrorism in all its forms. The delegation will visit 



Cape Town today for meetings in the South African Parliament and with 
Ministers of the South African Government.

HAMAS - KILLED    

 Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu has confirmed that 
Mohammed Sinwar, Hamas leader in Gaza and brother of late Hamas 
leader Yahya Sinwar, was killed in an Israeli airstrike earlier this month. 
Speaking in parliament, Mr. Netanyahu said, Israel was at a dramatic 
turning point in its war against Hamas and that the military had eliminated 
Mohammad Sinwar. He added that recent Israeli operations were focused 
on dismantling Hamas' governing capabilities in Gaza. It marked the first 
official acknowledgment of his killing, following a joint Israeli military and 
Shin Bet strike on May 13 that targetted a bunker beneath the Gaza 
European Hospital in Khan Younis. The airstrike killed 26 people, according 
to the Gaza health authorities, but Mohammed Sinwar's fate had remained 
unconfirmed. Mr. Netanyahu also provided an update on the hostages held 
in Gaza, saying that, according to Israeli intelligence, 20 are still alive and 
38 are believed to be dead. 

 

US - VISA RESTRICTIONS 

 The United States has announced new visa restrictions targeting 
foreign officials accused of censoring American citizens. US Secretary of 
State Marco Rubio unveiled the measures, stating that Americans had been 
fined, harassed, and even charged by foreign authorities for exercising 
their free speech rights. In a social media post, Rubio said, the restrictions 
will apply to foreign officials and persons who are complicit in censoring 
Americans.

The Playoffs will begin today at IPL cricket. Table topper, Punjab Kings will 
take on second-placed Royal Challengers Bengaluru in the first qualifier in 
Mullanpur this evening. The match will begin at 7:30 PM. After the first 
qualifier, all eyes will be on the eliminator, where fourth-placed Mumbai 
Indians will face third-placed Gujarat Titans tomorrow. The winning team 
of the eliminator will face the losing team of the first qualifier in the second 
qualifier on June 1. The winner of the second qualifier will meet the 
winning team of the first qualifier in the final on June 3 at the Narendra 
Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad.

IMD WEATHER 

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to 
extremely heavy rainfall over Assam, Meghalaya, Coastal and South 
Interior Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, 
Tamil Nadu, Puducherry and Karaikal tomorrow. The Met Department 
predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall over Arunachal Pradesh, Odisha, 
Telangana, West Bengal and Sikkim tomorrow. Similar conditions are 



expected over Uttarakhand, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, 
Jharkhand, Konkan, Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Vidarbha and West Madhya 
Pradesh. In Northeast India, light to moderate rainfall accompanied with 
thunderstorm and lightning over the next seven days. The IMD predicted 
heatwave and dust storm conditions over West Rajasthan till Friday.  

 

PM- PRAGATI  
Prime Minister Narendra Modi chaired the PRAGATI meeting, the ICT-based 
multi-modal platform for Pro-Active Governance and Timely 
Implementation, involving Centre and State governments, yesterday.

He also asked State Governments to ensure 
the mandatory registration of all eligible real estate projects under the 
RERA Act.   
 During the meeting, the Prime Minister also examined notable best 
practices related to the development of the Semiconductor Ecosystem in 
India. He emphasized that such initiatives can serve as a guiding model for 
others and inspire broader adoption across States and UTs for 
strengthening the National Semiconductor Mission. So far in PRAGATI 
meetings, 373 projects having a total cost of around 20.64 lakh crore 
rupees have been reviewed.
