ALL PARTY DELEGATION

India continued to expose Pakistan's support to terrorism globally
with multi party delegations visiting various countries and spreading New
Delhi's message of zero tolerance against the terrorism. An All-Party
Parliamentary Delegation today called on Sim Ann, Senior Minister of State
for Foreign Affairs and Home Affairs of Singapore.The delegation conveyed
India’s position on recent developments following the terror attack in
Pahalgam, including Operation Sindoor and the emerging “new normal” in
India’s counter-terrorism policy.

Yesterday, All-party parliamentary delegations briefed leaders of South
Korea, Kuwait, Qatar, DR Congo and Slovenia on India's renewed doctrine
of responding firmly to any act of terrorism and sought their support in
bringing the perpetrators and supporters of terrorism to justice.

BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad, who is leading the all-party delegation
to France, said that India is united in its fight against terrorism and wants
to show the world this message. During an interaction with the Indian
diaspora in Paris, Mr Prasad said, their visit is part of a larger effort, with
seven delegations travelling worldwide to raise awareness about India's
stand against terrorism. In the same interaction, Rajya Sabha MP Ghulam
Nabi Khatana asserted that India wants peace with its neighbours but will
not stay silent if attacked. He declared that if Pakistan fires a bullet, India
will respond with a shell, and any such act will be treated as an act of war.
From France, the delegation heads to Italy and goes on to cover the UK,
Germany, Denmark and the European Union

BJP MP Tejasvi Surya, a member of an all-party delegation led
by Congress MP Shashi Tharoor, presented facts about acts of terror by

JAISHANKAR-PAKISTAN

External Affairs Minister Dr. S Jaishankar has pointed out that
terrorist organizations are openly operating from the cities and towns of
Pakistan. He said, terrorism is an open business in Pakistan that is
supported, financed, and used by the Pakistani military and state. In an
interview to a German Newspaper, Dr. Jaishankar said, India has sent a
clear signal to the terrorists that price has to be paid by them for carrying
out terrorist attacks. On India's retaliatory attacks after the Pahalgam
terror attack, the External Affairs Minister said, Indian strike was
measured, and non-escalating. He said, India showed that India can
disable their air defense systems. On the ceasefire between India and
Pakistan, Dr. S Jaishankar highlighted that the cessation of firing was
agreed between the military commanders of both sides through direct
contact. He said, India effectively hit and incapacitated Pakistan's main
airbases and air defense system.
