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US-CHINA TRADE TALKS

The United States and China today agreed to drastically roll back
tariffs on each other’s goods for an initial 90-day period, in a surprise
breakthrough that has de-escalated a punishing trade war and buoyed
global markets. The announcement, which was made in a joint statement,
comes after a weekend of marathon trade negotiations at Geneva in
Switzerland by officials from the world’s two largest economies, during
which both sides touted substantial progress. According to the joint
statement, the US will temporarily lower its tariffs on Chinese goods by
Wednesday from 145 per cent to 30 per cent, while China will cut its levies
on American imports from 125 per cent to 10 per cent. The statement said,
both sides recognize the importance of a sustainable, long-term, and
mutually beneficial economic and trade relationship. The two sides also
agreed to establish a mechanism to continue discussions about economic
and trade relations, led by Chinese Vice Premier He Lifeng and US Treasury
Secretary Scott Bessent and US Trade Representative Jamieson Greer. The
statement said, the discussions may be conducted alternately in China and
the United States, or a third country upon agreement of the Parties. As
required, the two sides may conduct working-level consultations on
relevant economic and trade issues.

NEW DEFENCE BRIEFING

Director General Air Operations, Air Marshal AK Bharti today stressed
that India's fight was with terrorists and their support infrastructure and
not with Pakistan military. He said it is a pity that the Pakistan military
chose to intervene and bat for the terrorists which compelled Indian Armed
Forces to respond in kind. Briefing media in Delhi on Operation Sindoor, Air



Marshal Bharti gave details about how Indian Forces minimised damage to
both civilian and military infrastructure of the country during Operation
Sindoor. He spoke about the layered and integrated air defence systems
put in place by the Indian Armed Forces, which includes the assets of the
Indian army and Indian Navy, in addition to air defence assets of IAF.
DGAO said this robust Air Defence, AD system comprises of a large variety
of multi layered AD sensors and weapons systems.

Air Marshal Bharti informed that numerous waves of drones and unmanned
combat aerial vehicles employed by Pakistan were thwarted by the
indigenously developed soft and hard kill counter-UAS systems and the
well-trained Indian Air Defence personnel. He said India's battle-proven
systems stood the test of time. He also highlighted the stellar performance
of the indigenous air defence systems like the Akash system. He
acknowledged that putting together and operationalising of the potent AD
environment has been possible over the last decade due to unwavering
budgetary and policy support from the government of India in acquiring
state of the art equipment and weapons system.

Speaking about the results achieved in countering the enemy threat over
the last week, Air Marshal Bharti said Pakistan's PL-15 missile of Chinese
origin missed target and loiter munitions and unmanned aerial systems
were brought down. On India's offensive actions, the DGAO said India
targeted the length and breadth of the adversary, citing strikes on Nur

Khan airbase and Rahim Yar Khan airbase.

Giving an overview of how air defence systems thwarted enemy drones,
fighter aircraft, and missiles which resulted in minimal losses on Indian
side, Director General Military Operations, Lt General Rajiv Ghai said they
were well prepared in advance. He said whenever Pakistani airforce tried to
target Indian airfields and logistic installations during the night of 9 and 10
May, they were deterred by multilayered counter drone and air defence
grid. He emphasised that there was not a chance for Pakistan to be able to
penetrate India's air defence.

The DGMO praised BSF for its cooperation in the operations. He highlighted
that in every single domain that Operation Sindoor has been prosecuted,
there has been absolute synergy between the three services. He said there



was full support by government, departments and agencies and the 140
crore people of the nation.

In his statement, Director General Naval Operations, Vice Admiral AN
Pramod said Navy operates as a composite network force capable of
simultaneously addressing threats emanating from all domains. These
include air, surface and sub surface through amalgamation of advanced
sensors synchronised on the combat management systems. DGNO said the
maritime force is able to ensure persistent surveillance, detection, and
identification for a comprehensive maritime domain awareness, including
the airspace. He highlighted that using multiple sensors and inputs, Indian
Navy is maintaining continuous surveillance to neutralise threats as they
emerge.

DGNO informed that in the current standoff, the presence of Navy's
Aircraft Carrier with large number of Mig 29 K fighters and Air Borne Early
Warning helicopters prevented any suspicious or hostile aircraft to close
the Carrier Battle Group within several hundred kilometres. He added that
immediately after terror incident at Pahalgam, Indian Navy its anti missile
and anti aircraft defence capability in a complex threat environment using
cross platform cooperative mechanism. He said Navy's powerful Carrier
Battle Group, with formidable offensive capability was able to operate with
impunity and maintained an uncontested presence in the area of
operations. Vice Admiral Pramod stated that this compelled the Pakistani
Air Elements to remain bottled up close to the Makaran coast denying any
opportunity to be a threat in maritime space. He emphasised that the
Indian Navy maintains a credible capability to detect, identify and
neutralize any aerial platforms that threatens its units at sea.

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UKRAINE-RUSSIA TALKS
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelensky has expressed willingness to
hold discussions with his Russian counterpart, Vladimir Putin in Turkey, to



end the ongoing conflict between the two nations. In a social media post
today, President Zelensky said, they are ready to talk, to end the war.

This statement comes after US President Donald Trump called on
Ukraine to immediately agree to the negotiations proposed by Russian
President Putin, which can take place on Thursday in Turkey.

Yesterday, addressing reporters in the Kremlin, Russian President
proposed to the Kyiv authorities to resume direct talks without
preconditions that Ukraine had interrupted in 2022. Kremlin Spokesman
Dmitry Peskov said President Putin's proposal to hold direct talks with the
Kyiv authorities confirms a real intention to find a peaceful solution to the
Ukrainian crisis.<><><>

Indian cricket legend, batting superstar Virat Kohli has announced his
retirement from Test cricket. The announcement came shortly after India’s
latest Test series, bringing the curtain down on a glorious red-ball career
that spanned over a decade. Kohli, who made his Test debut in 2011,
played 123 matches in his career, scoring 9,230 runs. This includes 30
centuries and 31 half-centuries. Known for his aggressive batting style and
unmatched intensity, he also led India to historic overseas wins and held
the captaincy from 2014 to 2022. He has already retired from T20s. From
now, he will only play One Day Internationals (ODIs).

DELHI-LG SOLAR PLANT

Delhi Lieutenant Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena and Chief Minister
Rekha Gupta today laid the foundation stone of 500 kw Solar Power Plant
at Delhi Vidhan Sabha.This initiative reflects the government's commitment



to clean energy adaption and environment sustainability.

Addressing the event, Delhi LG Vinay Kumar Saxena Vinay Kumar
Saxena said that this 500 kw solar power plant represents a genuine
commitment by the government to environmental sustainability.

She
added that this 500 kw Solar Power Plant is expected to reduce electricity
costs by 15 lakh rupees. Mrs Gupta said that this reduction in expenditure
will benefit the residents of Delhi.

INDIA-MALDIVES SUPPORT

Maldives has expressed gratitude to India for offering a Government
Treasury Bill of 50 million dollars, which has supported the island nation in
its fiscal reform efforts towards economic stability. Maldivian Foreign
Minister Abdulla Khaleel posted on X that timely assistance by India
reflects the close bonds of friendship between the two countries and will
support the government's ongoing efforts to implement fiscal reforms for
economic resilience.

The extension of the subscription, done at the request of the
Maldivian government, remains interest-free. Since March 2019, the
Government of India has facilitated the annual subscription and rollover of
such Treasury Bills by SBI under a unique Government-to-Government
arrangement. This measure is part of India's emergency financial
assistance to the Maldives.
