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ALL PARTY DELEGATION

The all-party Parliamentary delegation led by JD(U) MP Sanjay Jha
reached Seoul, South Korea yesterday evening from Tokyo as part of
India’s outreach with countries in the region on the significance of
Operation Sindoor. This three day visit will strengthen ongoing efforts to
further India’s principled and resolute stance of zero tolerance against
terrorism in all its forms and manifestation.

Before
leaving, the delegation extended gratitude to the UAE leadership for their
unwavering support to India in the fight against terrorism. On the other
hand, the Baijayant Panda led delegation reached Bahrain. They were
received by India’s Ambassador to Bahrain, who also briefed them. During
their engagements, the delegation will highlight India’s stand against cross-
border terrorism.
