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PM CANADA VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has embarked on a visit to Kananaskis, Canada

this evening after succesfully concluding his visit to Cyprus. During the two day visit at
the invitation of Canadian Prime Minister Mark Carney, Mr Modi will participate in the G-
7 Summit and also hold bilateral meetings. This would be Prime Minister's 6th
consecutive participation in the G-7 Summit. Prime Minister will exchange views with
leaders of G-7 countries, other invited outreach countries and Heads of International
Organisations on crucial global issues. These issues include energy security, technology
and innovation, particularly the Al-energy nexus and Quantum-related issues.
Our correspondent reports that the Group of Seven is an informal grouping of seven of
the world’s advanced economies - France, United States, United Kingdom, Germany,
Japan, Italy and Canada and the European Union. Its members meet annually at the G7
Summit to discuss global economic and geopolitical issues. The focus areas of the G7
Summit this year will include protecting communities and the world, building energy
security and accelerating the digital transition and securing the partnerships of the
future. India has been regularly invited to the Outreach session of the G7 Summit in the
past few years. New Delhi has always brought the issues of Global South to the fore
during its interventions made at the previous G7 Summits. At last year's Summit, Prime
Minister Modi, had joined other invited countries in the G7 Summit to discuss critical
topics such as artificial intelligence, energy, Africa, and the Mediterranean.



GOVT-CENSUS:

The Union Government today issued notification to conduct the Census. The notification

issued by the Home Ministry said, the reference date for the census shall be 1st March
2027, except for the Union territory of Ladakh and snow-bound non-synchronous areas
of the Union territory of Jammu and Kashmir and the States of Himachal Pradesh and
Uttarakhand. This Census will mark the 16th national Census since its inception and the
eighth since India's independence. The Census will be conducted in two phases. The
phase one is House listing Operation, in which housing conditions, assets and amenities
of each household will be collected. In the second phase which is Population
Enumeration, the demographic, socio-economic, cultural and other details of every
person in each household will be collected. In this Census, Caste enumeration will also
be done. For Census activities, about 34 lakh enumerators and supervisors and around
1.3 lakh Census functionaries will be deployed. The ensuing Census will be conducted

through digital means using mobile applications. NSD 14

BJP- KARNATAKA GOVT

BJP today hit out at the Congress led Karnataka government for its decision to again
conduct caste census in the state. Addressing media in New Delhi, senior BIP leader
and Union Minister Bhupender Yadav alleged that for Congress, OBCs are merely a
vote bank. He questioned the Karnataka government that an amount of 165 crore
rupees was spent earlier on the caste census for which who is accountable for the
misuse of government funds. He said, the decision of resurvey in Karnataka is merely a
political cover which is being done by the Congress to mislead some sections of
society. Mr. Modi also alleged that Congress has always betrayed the OBC community
adding that and if the party was sincere then why any commission was not formed
after the Kaka Kalelkar Commission.

EVE. IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to extremely
heavy rainfall at isolated places over Saurashtra and Kutch tomorrow. Parts of
Arunachal Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Coastal Karnataka, Gangetic West Bengal, Gujarat,



Konkan, Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Odisha, and northeastern states are also expected
to witness heavy rainfall during the next 2-3 days. IMD further predicted thundersqualls
and gusty winds in places over Bihar, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh, and Rajasthan
tomorrow. IMD further added that Delhi-NCR is likely to experience light to moderate
rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms, lightning, and gusty winds till the 20th of this
month.

UP-BLAST
At least four women lost their lives and more than six others sustained injuries in an

explosion at a firecracker unit in Amroha, Uttar Pradesh. The incident took place in
Rajabpur police station area. Local police have arrived at the spot and shifted the
injured women to a nearby hospital for treatment. A probe committee has been
constituted to investigate the incident, the circumstances and the causes that led to the
explosion.
