QUAD MEETING

The United States will host the QUAD Foreign Ministers Meeting on
July 1 in Washington DC. Principal Deputy Spokesperson for US
Department of State Tommy Pigott during a press briefing announced this
yesterday. Mr. Pigott said, Secretary of State Marco Rubio will host foreign
Ministers from Australia, India and Japan for the 2025 Quad Foreign
Ministers Meeting next week. Earlier on 18th of this month, US President
Donald Trump accepted Prime Minister Narendra Modi's invitation to attend
the QUAD Summit, which will take place in New Delhi later this year. The
QUAD is a diplomatic partnership between Australia, India, Japan, and the
United States committed to supporting an open, stable and prosperous
Indo-Pacific that is inclusive and resilient. The QUAD's origins date back to
the collaboration in response to the December 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami.

MEA-OPERATION SINDHU

India has expressed gratitude to the governments of Israel, Iran, Jordan,
Egypt, Armenia, and Turkmenistan for their support in the evacuation
efforts carried out under ongoing Operation Sindhu. Addressing a weekly
media briefing, Ministry of External Affairs (MEA) spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said that, India has so far mounted 14 flights to bring back its
nationals from the warzone in Iran. Due to the closure of the Israeli
airspace, Indian nationals were also taken to the bordering countries of
Jordan and Egypt, from where they were flown back to India on special
flights. India launched Operation Sindhu on June 18 to evacuate its
nationals from Iran and Israel. He said India have around 10,000 members
of the Indian community in Iran and around 40,000 Indian nationals in
Israel. He further added that from Iran, India have so far evacuated



3,426nationals, 11 OCI card holders, nine Nepalese nationals, some Sri
Lankan nationals and one Iranian national who happened to be a spouse of
an Indian national. He informed that from Israel we have so far evacuated
818 Indian nationals in four flights. The MEA also confirmed that a total of
3426 Indian nationals have been brought home from Iran as part of
Operation Sindhu. The Ministry reiterated that the safety and security of
Indian nationals remains a top priority for the government led by Prime
Minister Narendra Modi.

Sangam have provided a very effective platform to strengthen the unity of
the country. He said that as part of the Bhasha Sangam initiative, a
program is being run in every school to teach students 100 commonly used
sentences in the 22 languages recognized by the Constitution. The Mr.
Shah said that Prime Minister Narendra Modi brought the National
Education Policy, which lays emphasis on teaching the mother tongue and
local language up to Class 5 and Class 8.

AADHAR AUTHENTICATION

The Government has authorised the use of Aadhaar authentication
for candidate verification in examinations conducted by the Institute of
Banking Personnel Selection - IBPS. In a notification issued by the
Department of Financial Services under the Ministry of Finance, IBPS can
now use Aadhaar authentication on voluntary basis, for verifying the
identity of candidates during examinations and recruitment processes
conducted by it. The Finance Ministry highlighted that the initiative will
prevent impersonation and other malpractices during examination,
promoting good governance and strengthening the integrity of the
recruitment process in the Banking, Financial Services and Insurance
sector. The move is also expected to simplify and expedite identity
verification, reduce administrative burden and enhance public trust in the
overall examination and selection system. The notification has been issued
subsequent to the authorisation by Ministry of Electronics and Information
Technology after consultation with the Unique Identification Authority of
India.
