The National Commission for Women has taken suo motu cognizance
of an incident reported from South Kolkata, where a law student was
allegedly gang-raped within the college premises. The Commission has
written to the Commissioner of Police, Kolkata, and expressed deep
concern over the incident, seeking a detailed action-taken report within
three days. Meanwhile, protests erupted across Kolkata yesterday after one
of the prime accused in the gang rape case Monojit Mishra was identified
as a Trinamool Congress student leader. Left-backed student groups laid
siege to the Kasba Police Station where the case was registered.
Opposition parties have also slammed the Mamata Banerjee-led Trinamool
Congress government, alleging a nexus between ruling party leaders and
criminal elements. West Bengal Leader of Opposition Suvendu Adhikari
shares pictures of Mishra with Trinamool national general secretary
Abhishek Banerjee and other leaders. Three men, including two current
students and a former student of the law college, have been arrested in
connection with the incident. They have been remanded to police custody
till July 1.

MEA-INDUS WATER
India has rejected a ruling issued by the so-called Court of Arbitration



on the Kishenganga and Ratle hydroelectric projects situated in Indian
Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir. In a statement, the Ministry of
External Affairs dismissed the supplemental award given by the illegal
Court of Arbitration purportedly constituted under the Indus Waters Treaty
1960. The Ministry said, India has never recognised the legal validity of this
Court of Arbitration terming its constitution a serious breach of the Indus
Waters Treaty. It said, any proceedings before this forum and any decision
taken by it, is illegal.

The Ministry said, Indus Waters Treaty has been placed in abeyance
by the country after the Pahalgam terrorist attack. The decision was taken
in view of Pakistan's support to cross-border terrorism. The Ministry
stressed that India is no longer bound to perform any of its obligations
under the Treaty. It emphasized that no Court of Arbitration has the
authority to question India’s sovereign decision in this matter.

The Ministry of External Affairs said this latest charade at Pakistan’s
behest is yet another desperate attempt by it to escape accountability for
its role as the global epicenter of terrorism. It said, Pakistan's resort to this
fabricated arbitration mechanism is consistent with its decades-long pattern
of deception and manipulation of international forums.

225 percent rise in Gross Value Added at current prices, growing from
1,502 thousand crore rupees in 2011-12 to 4,878 thousand crore rupees in
2023-24, according to the National Statistics Office. The Gross Value of
Output at constant prices also rose 55 percent to 2,949 thousand crore
rupees. The crop sector led contributions, making up over 54 percent of
total GVO, with cereals and fruits & vegetables together accounting for
over 52 percent. Paddy and wheat alone formed 85 percent of cereal GVO,
with top contributions from Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab,
Telangana, and Haryana.
