OPERATION SINDHU

Under Operation Sindhu, a total of four thousand 415 Indian
nationals have been evacuated so far which included 3,597 from Iran and
818 from Israel in special evacuation flights. In a statement, Ministry of
External Affairs said that 14 OCI card-holders, 9 Nepali nationals, 4 Sri
Lankan nationals and 1 Iranian spouse of an Indian national were also
evacuated from Iran. The evacuated Indian nationals included more than
one thousand five hundred women and five hundred children.

COURT OF ARBITRATION

India has rejected a ruling issued by the so-called Court of Arbitration on
the Kishenganga and Ratle hydroelectric projects situated in Indian Union
Territory of Jammu and Kashmir. In a statement, the External Affairs
Ministry dismissed the supplemental award given by the illegal Court of
Arbitration purportedly constituted under the Indus Waters Treaty 1960.
The Ministry said, the Indus Waters Treaty has been placed in abeyance by
the country after the Pahalgam terrorist attack. The decision was taken in
view of Pakistan's support to cross-border terrorism. The Ministry stressed
that India is no longer bound to perform any of its obligations under the
Treaty.



E-VOTING

Bihar has become the first state in the country to launch e-Voting facilities
through mobile applications in municipal bodies elections and by-polls
which are underway in the state today. Polling is taking place in Six Nagar
Panchayat and 36 different other municipal bodies. Voting in the state
began at 7 am and will conclude by 5 pm. For e-Voting, voters can cast
their votes from till 1 pm from their homes.

WATER TAX - FACT CHECK

The Government has denied claims that it is planning to impose a tax
on water usage for agricultural purposes. The Jal Shakti Ministry clarified
that rumors pertaining to taxation under the new scheme - "Modernization
of Command Area Development and Water Management" (M-CADWM) are
baseless and false. According to the Ministry, there is no provision under
this pilot project, nor any directive from the Government, to necessarily
impose user charges on farmers for water usage. Furthermore, both
agriculture and water are State subjects and any decision regarding the
collection of wuser charges, falls under the jurisdiction of State
Governments. The Ministry said that certain sections of the media have
reported, inaccurately and misleadingly, that farmers will now be required
to pay charges for the use of water under this scheme being piloted by the
Centre. It has urged all stakeholders, including media outlets, to verify
facts before publishing such reports, which may create unnecessary panic
or confusion among the farming community.
