Union Home Minister Amit Shah today claimed that the Bharatiya Janata Party is
aiming to form the next government in 2026 assembly elections in West Bengal.
Addressing a rally at Netaji Indoor Stadium in Kolkata, Mr. Shah strongly criticized the
Trinamool Congress government in the State and pointed to the post-poll violence,
infiltration from across borders, corruption, and a rise in crimes against women as signs
of administrative failure. He alleged that the state government had failed to uphold
democracy and raised concerns over the deaths of several BJP workers since the last
assembly elections. Without naming specific incidents, Mr. Amit Shah accused the TMC
of undermining national security and refered to recent controversies surrounding central
military operations that drew opposition from the Bengal leadership. He felt that such
positions reflected insensitivity to both national pride and the sentiments of the citizens.
The speech is seen as start in the BIP's early campaign for 2026, particularly as the
party intensifies its focus on regions like North Bengal where it has seen past electoral
gains.

The two countries have developed
cooperation in various sectors, including trade, agriculture, health, pharmaceuticals and
information technology. Paraguay is an important trading partner for India in the Latin
American region. Several Indian companies in the auto-mobile and pharmaceuticals
sector have their presence in Paraguay. Paraguayan companies also have their
presence in India, contributing to the economic ties between the two nations. The two
countries share common views on various international issues, including UN reforms,
climate change, renewable energy, and combating terrorism.

FRENCH OPEN

In French open tennis tournament, defending champion Carlos Alcaraz
reached the French Open quarter-finals with a four-set victory over American Ben
Shelton. The 22-year-old Spaniard showcased his best form yet in the tournament,
winning 7-6 (10-8), 6-3, 4-6, 6-4 in three hours and 19 minutes on Court Philippe
Chatrier. The win also marked Alcaraz’s 100th career victory on clay. He will face 12th-
seeded American Tommy Paul next, who cruised past Australia’s Alexei Popyrin in
straight sets. World number one Aryna Sabalenka also progressed, securing her 10th
consecutive Grand Slam quarter-final with a 7-5, 6-3 win over Amanda Anisimova. The
Belarusian needed eight match points to close out the match and will next meet
Olympic champion Zheng Qinwen, who narrowly defeated Liudmila Samsonova.
Meanwhile, three-time defending champion Iga Swiatek survived a major scare, rallying
from a set and a break down to beat Elena Rybakina 1-6, 6-3, 7-5. With the win,
Swiatek extended her Roland Garros winning streak to 25 matches, joining legends
Monica Seles and Chris Evert.
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
