REV CABINET - DECISION

Union Cabinet has approved two projects of Ministry of Railways with
total cost of six thousand 405 crore rupees. The projects include
doubling of Koderma - Barkakana rail line has been approved at a
cost of three thousand and 63 crore rupees while the doubling of
Ballari - Chikjajur rail line approved at a cost of three thousand
and 342 crore rupees. Briefing media in New Delhi after the Cabinet
meeting, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said that
Koderma - Barkakana doubling project of 133 Kilometer will provide
enhanced connectivity to 938 villages and 15 lakh population. He said, the

projects will connect four district in Jharkhand - Koderma, Chatra



Hazaribagh and Ramgarh. Mr Vaishnaw infromed that the project section
will pass through a major coal producing area of Jharkhand.

Mr Vaishnaw said, the second project Ballary - Chikjajur doubling rail
line of 185 kilometer will connect Manglore port to Secunderabad. He said,
the project line traverses through Ballari and Chitradurga districts of
Karnataka and Anantapur district of Andhra Pradesh. Mr Vaishnaw said
that the project will cater to transport of iron ore, coking coal,
finished steel and fertilizers.

KCR: BRS supermo and former Chief Minister Chandrashekar Rao appeared
before the Kaleshwaram Commission of inquiry today at BRK Bhavan in
Hyderabad. The inquiry lasted approximately 50 minutes and the Commission
Chairman P C Ghosh questioned the former Chief Minister on the Kaleshwaram
Lift Irrigation Project details. During the session, Chandrasekhar Rao submitted
several documents in support of his statements. He is the 115th person to be

examined by the Commission. Former Minister T Harish Rao also accompanied



him in the same vehicle. Earlier, he departed from his farmhouse in Erravalli in
Siddipet district and reached BRK Bhavan. He was accompanied by a group of
party leaders, including MLC Madhusudan Chary and a few MLAs MP Vaddiraju
Ravichandra, and leaders. Meanwhile, BRS Working President K T Rama Rao
criticised Chief Minister Revanth Reddy and Congress government. Speaking to
media at BRK Bhavan, tarka Rama Rao strongly defended Chandrasekhar Rao’s
role in transforming Telangana, especially through Kaleshwaram Lift Irrigation
Project. He questioned whether government would issue notices to Chandrasekhar
Rao for increasing Telangana’s paddy cultivation to over one crore acres—
surpassing Punjab and Haryana. He accused Congress government of resorting to
diversionary tactics through enquiries, false cases, and baseless allegations to
distract public from the non-fulfilment of its six guarantees made during the
