MORN. RAINATH - SCO MEETING

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will lead a high-level Indian
delegation to the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) Defence
Ministers’ Meeting, in Qingdao, China from today. During the two-day
meeting, Defence Ministers of SCO member states are expected to discuss
key issues, including regional and international security, counter-terrorism
efforts, and enhanced cooperation among their defence ministries.

Rajnath Singh is expected to underscore India’s steadfast
commitment to the principles and mandate of the SCO. He is also expected
to outline India’s vision for promoting international peace and security, and
call for joint, consistent efforts to eliminate terrorism and extremism in the
region. On the sidelines of the meeting, the Defence Minister will also hold
bilateral discussions with his counterparts from several participating
countries, including China and Russia.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organisation is an intergovernmental body
established in 2001. India became a full member in 2017. Current SCO
members include Kazakhstan, China, Kyrgyzstan, Pakistan, Russia,
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Iran, Belarus, and India. China holds the Chair of
the SCO for 2025 under the theme “Upholding the Shanghai Spirit: SCO on
the Move.” India continues to attach high importance to the SCO as a
platform for strengthening multilateralism, regional security, economic
cooperation, and people-to-people engagement.

AXIOM-4 - LAUNCH

Axiom-4 mission, carrying Indian astronaut Shubhanshu Shukla to
space, will be launched today at 12:01 PM, IST from Kennedy Space Center
in Florida, United States. In a social media post, ISRO said, that the Axiom-
4 will dock with the International Space Station (ISS) tomorrow at 4:30 PM
IST, about 28 hours after launch. The launch of the Ax-4 mission, which
was initially scheduled to take off on May 29, has been repeatedly delayed
due to technical issues, weather conditions and leaks on the ISS. More
from our correspondent:

"This historic mission will carry four astronauts from the US,
India, Poland, and Hungary to the ISS for a 14-day scientific
mission in Low Earth Orbit (LEO). The four astronauts on the
Axiom-4 (AX-4) mission are Subhanshu Shukla from India
Slawasz Uznariski from Poland, Tibor Kapu from Hungary, and

Pegqgy Whitson from the US. Whitson, a NASA astronaut, will
serve as Mission Commander, while Shukla becomes India’s
second astronaut to travel to space, following Rakesh Sharma’s
1984 mission. Uznariski and Kapu represent Poland and Hungary,
marking their countries' second human spaceflight missions in
history.

Once they reach the 1SS, the astronauts will spend about
two weeks on the space station, where they will conduct
microgravity research, technology demonstrations, and outreach
events. The astronauts will carry out around 60 scientific studies
from 31 countries, including several groundbreaking research
projects led by ISRO.

Peagqgy Whitson, Mission Commander, described the mission
as a leap forward in advancing scientific knowledge and fostering
global space cooperation. The AX-4 mission is set to further
deepen the partnerships between NASA, ISRO, and other

international space agencies, paving the way for future space
exploration. "

MORN. TEST CRICKET - IND - ENG

In Test cricket, England defeated India by five wickets in the opening
match of the Anderson-Tendulkar Cricket Trophy at Headingley, Leeds.
Chasing the target of 371, England reached 373 for 5 on a tense final day
last night, pulling off one of the greatest run chases in Test history. A
superb 149 runs from opener Ben Duckett, along with a steady 53 from
Joe Root and a breezy 44 from Jamie Smith, powered the hosts to an early
1-0 lead in the five-match series. For India, Prasidh Krishna and Shardul
Thakur took two wickets each. Duckett was named Player of the Match.

Earlier, India were bowled out for 364 in their second innings on Day
4, suffering a late collapse in the final session. The innings was highlighted
by brilliant centuries from K L Rahul and Rishabh Pant. While the first
innings, England were all out for 465 runs in reply to Team India's first
innings total of 471 runs.

The second match of the series will be played in Birmingham starting
from the 2nd of next month.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall over Coastal Karnataka, Gujarat, Haryana, Chandigarh,
Delhi, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Konkan, Goa,
Madhya Maharashtra, Odisha, Punjab, Uttarakhand and West Uttar Pradesh
today.

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REV. GOYAL - 5 TRILLION ECONOMY

Union Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said that
India is firmly on track to become a 5 trillion US dollar economy by 2027,
despite global turbulence, driven by a collective national effort. Speaking at
a virtual session organised by the Merchants' Chamber of Commerce and
Industry (MCCI) yesterday, the minister said that the government has
focused on calibrated growth tailored to the Indian narrative, built on Seva,
Sushasan, and Navachar, that is, Service, Good Governance, and
Innovation. Mr. Goyal said that the government under Prime
Minister Narendra Modi has focused on quantum change over
mere incremental progress. He added that all stakeholders
including government, business community, industry, trade, and
140 crore countrymen are deeply aligned with the Prime
Minister's vision for Viksit Bharat 2047.

Citing key economic indicators, Mr. Goyal said India has transformed
from being part of the "Fragile Five" to becoming one of the top five global
economies. He highlighted the country's foreign exchange reserves, which
recently touched 698 billion US dollars, the robust health of the banking
sector, and inflation levels that are among the lowest in the post-
independence era.

The Union Minister also pointed to the government's proactive pursuit
of free trade agreements (FTAs) with developed economies such as the
UK, Australia, and the European Union - aimed at benefiting Indian
exporters and MSMEs. Speaking on the potential of emerging technologies,
Mr. Goyal said India is prepared to lead in fields such as artificial
intelligence, quantum computing, and 3D printing.

The Emergency also witnessed the centralization of power and the mass
arrest of opposition leaders, including Jayaprakash Narayan, L K Advani,
Atal Bihari Vajpayee, Morarji Desai, Madhu Dandvate. These actions were
met with widespread criticism and protests. Sharing his thoughts
during Mann Ki Baat on Akashvani, Prime Minister Narendra Modi had
described the declaration of Emergency as a black spot on Indian
Democracy.

The Emergency period was marked by various political movements
and events, including the Navnirman agitation in Gujarat, Jayaprakash
Narayan's movement in Bihar, and the Railway strike led by George
Fernandes. Mr Fernandes in handcuffs anmd shackles raising his hand in
defiance is one of the most enduring photographs of the Emergency era.
People were detained without charges and there was illegal enactment of
laws. The Maintenance of Internal Security Act (MISA) was the much-
abused statute. The era of Emergency was the darkest period of
Independent India.
