In response to heightened tensions in conflict affected areas in West
Asia, Two thousand 295 Indian nationals have now been brought home
from Iran under Operation Sindhu. Ministry of External Affairs
Spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said, 292 Indian nationals arrived in New
Delhi from Iran's Mashhad on a special flight in the wee hours today.

The Indian Air Force has stated that it remains committed as a first
responder to providing assistance both within the country and across the
globe in times of need. The IAF has commenced missions from Jordan and
Egypt to evacuate Indian nationals and citizens of friendly countries.



An Indian Air Force C-17 flight evacuated 165 Indian nationals from Israel
under Operation Sindhu. The aircraft came from Amman to New Delhi this
morning. The evacuees were received by Minister of State for Information,
Broadcasting and Parliamentary Affairs Dr L Murugan upon their arrival in
the national capital.

Another batch of 161 Indian nationals from Israel also reached New
Delhi today. They arrived in the national capital this morning from Amman.
At the airport, Minister of State for External Affairs Pabitra Margrherita
received them.

Speaking to media, Mr Margrherita said, Government is in constant
contact with Indian nationals in Iran and Israel and it remain committed to
provide all assistance and support to Indian nationals in both countries.

DEFENCE - EMERGENCY PROCUREMENT

In a significant move to strengthen the Indian Army’s operational
readiness in counter-terrorism operations, the Ministry of Defence has
cleared thirteen contracts under the Emergency Procurement mechanism.
These contracts, amounting to one thousand 981 crore rupees, have been
finalised against an overall sanctioned outlay of two thousand crore rupees
for the Indian Army. The equipment being procured includes - Integrated
Drone Detection Systems, Low Level Lightweight Radars, Very Short Range
Air Defence Systems launchers and missiles, Bullet Proof Jackets and Night
Sights for Rifles. The Ministry said, the procurement aims to enhance
situational awareness, lethality, mobility, and protection for troops
deployed in counter-terrorism environments. It said, these procurements
reflect the Ministry’s commitment to equipping the Indian Army with
modern, mission-critical, and completely indigenous systems to meet
emerging security challenges.

TRUMP - IRAN ISREAL CEASEFIRE

United States President Donald Trump has announced that Iran and
Israel have agreed to a complete and total ceasefire, which will come into



effect in the coming hours. The announcement was made last night,
shortly after an Iranian missile attack on a US airbase in Qatar. In a
statement on Truth Social, Trump said that the ceasefire would begin once
both countries have wound down and completed their ongoing final
missions. According to the statement, the ceasefire would be implemented
in stages. He added that Iran will initiate the ceasefire, followed by Israel
on the 12th hour and, upon the 24th hour, an official end to the 12 day
war will be saluted by the World. The statement also noted that during
each side's ceasefire period, the opposing side is expected to remain
peaceful and respectful.

TEST CRICKET- IND - ENG

In Test cricket, India have set a target of 371 runs before England in
the first match of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Headingley, Leeds.
Chasing the target, England were 21 without loss at stumps on Day 4, last
night. They need 350 more runs on the final day, while India must take all
10 wickets to win the match, setting the stage for a thrilling finish.

Earlier, India were bowled out for 364 in their second innings,
suffering a late collapse in the final session. The innings was highlighted by
brilliant centuries from KL Rahul and Rishabh Pant. Rahul scored 137, while
Pant made 118. For England, Josh Tongue and Brydon Carse took three
wickets each. Pant also made history by becoming the first Asian
wicketkeeper-batter to score two centuries in a single Test match, having
also scored 134 in the first innings. In their first innings, England posted
465 in response to India’s 471 runs.
