The villagers claimed that the plant will harm their crops and surrounding
ecosystem. Tensions reached a boiling point when the protesting farmers from ten
villages arrived from all directions, surrounded the site and dismantled temporary
make-shift shelters. Jogulamba Gadwal Superintendent of Police Srinivas Rao said
they advised company to vacate the area due to the charged atmosphere. Police
teams remain deployed in area to prevent further unrest.

FOOD POISONING: State Health Minister C Damodar Rajanarasimha today said

92 patients undergoing treatment at the Institute of Mental Health (IMH) in
Hyderabad were affected due to suspected food poisoning. One patient had died on
yesterday and the cause of death was under investigation. Of those affected, 18 are
stable and admitted to the Osmania General Hospital (OGH). They are expected to
be discharged in a couple of days. Addressing reporters after visiting the IMH,

Rajanarasimha said condition of remaining 74 patients are stable and receiving



special care from doctors. The minister said quality of food served to the patients
on June 2 is under scrutiny and a report is awaited. He said further action would be
taken as per the report and added services of the "diet contractor" have been
terminated. A formal complaint has been lodged with police over the suspected
food poisoning incident, he added.
