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NAIDU AHMEDABAD PLANE CRASH

Civil Aviation Minister K Ram Mohan Naidu today informed that
Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) has given an order for
extended surveillance of the 34 Boeing 787 planes which are currently
present in the Indian aircraft fleet. He added that out of them eight have



already been inspected with immediate urgency. Briefing media in New
Delhi today, the Minister informed that a high level committee experts from
various sectors is also being formed to look into the investigation of the
incident. He said that the Home Secretary will be the chairman of this
committee.

The Minister said that immediately after the crash, Aircraft Accident
Investigation Bureau, which was specifically formed to investigate
accidents that happen around aircrafts, was mobilized. He added the AAIB
has recovered the black box of the plane which is going to provide in depth
insight into what would have actually happened during the crash or
moments before the crash itself. Mr Naidu further stated that the response
teams from all the concerned departments had been working on the
ground to cut down the fire and remove the debris so that bodies could be
sent to the hospital. He added that DNA testing is happening to identify
victims and hand them over to families.

IRAN-ISRAEL WAR

Israel and Iran exchanged missile strikes, with explosions heard in Tel Aviv,
Jerusalem, and Tehran. Iranian missiles targeted sites across Israel, killing
at least three people and injuring dozens, in retaliation for ongoing Israeli
attacks on Iran. On the other hand, two deputy commanders of the Iranian
Armed Forces’ General Staff were killed in Israeli attacks, Iranian state
media reported. The deceased were identified as General Gholamreza
Mehrabi and General Mehdi Rabbani. However, it was unclear when exactly
the two commanders were Kkilled. Israel’s attacks on Iran since yesterday
have killed at least 78 people, including senior military officials. Iran’s
Airports and Air Navigation Company has announced the suspension of all
flights nationwide until further notice. Israel’'s Ben Gurion International
Airport is also closed. In a related development, Iran has warned the
United States, United Kingdom, and France not to help Israel stop Tehran's
retaliatory strikes. According to Iranian state media, Tehran will target
military bases and ships located in the region if the three countries provide



support to Israel. Iran has also pulled out of the negotiations between
Washington and Tehran on nuclear issue. Iran said the dialogue with the
U.S. over Tehran's nuclear programme is meaningless after Israel's
biggest-ever military strike. As per the media repors, Iran foreign ministry
spokesperson Esmaeil Baghaei said that negotiations and allowing Israel to
target Iran's territory can not go at the same time. Iran earlier accused the
U.S. of being complicit in Israel's attacks, but Washington denied the
allegation.

BRICS-VIETNAM

Brazil's Foreign Ministry has announced that Vietham has officially
joined BRICS as a partner country. The ministry's statement said that, as a
dynamic economy deeply integrated into global value chains, Vietnam is an
important player in Asia. The Russian news agency Sputnik reported that
after expressing its desire to become a member of the global body,
Vietham has now become the 10th BRICS partner. The partner country
category was created at the 2024 BRICS Summit in Kazan, Russia. The
current list of partners includes, Vietham, Belarus, Bolivia, Kazakhstan,
Cuba, Malaysia, Nigeria, Thailand, Uganda, and Uzbekistan.

MUMBAI-PRADHAN

Union Minister of Education Dharmendra Pradhan has stated that the
world today is looking at India not only as a destination, but as a
knowledge partner. Addressing the LOI (Letter of Intent) Granting
Ceremony of five foreign universities to establish campuses in Maharashtra,
held today in Mumbai, he hailed the event as a milestone in the journey of
Viksit Bharat and emphasised that education will ensure a secure future for
the country. He asserted that Maharashtra has long been a leader in
enterprise and knowledge, and will now emerge as a leader in the
education sector as well.

During the programme, the University of Aberdeen (UK), University
of York (UK), University of Western Australia (Australia), Illinois Tech
(USA), and IED School of Design (Italy) were granted Letters of Intent to
establish their campuses in the state of Maharashtra.

PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a five day tour to Cyprus,
Canada and Croatia tomorrow. At the invitation of President of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides, Prime Minister Modi will pay an official visit to
Cyprus tomorrow. This will be the first visit of an Indian Prime Minister to
Cyprus in over two decades. While in Nicosia, Prime Minister will hold talks
with President Christodoulides and address business leaders in Limassol.
The visit will reaffirm the shared commitment of the two countries to



deepen Dbilateral ties and strengthen India’s engagement with the
Mediterranean region and the European Union.

In the second leg of his visit, at the invitation of Prime Minister of
Canada, Mark Carney, Mr Modi will travel to Kananaskis in Canada on 16th
June to participate in the G-7 Summit. This would be Prime Minister’s 6th
consecutive participation in the G-7 Summit. At the Summit, Prime Minister
will exchange views with leaders of G-7 countries, other invited outreach
countries and Heads of International Organisations on crucial global issues,
including energy security, technology and innovation, particularly the AI-
energy nexus and Quantum-related issues. Prime Minister will also hold
several bilateral meetings on the side-lines of the Summit.

In the final leg of his tour, Prime Minister Modi will undertake an
official visit to Croatia on 18th June. This will be the first ever visit by an
Indian Prime Minister to Croatia, marking an important milestone in the
bilateral relationship. Prime Minister will hold bilateral discussions with his
Croatian counterpart Andrej Plenkovi¢ and meet President of Croatia, Zoran
Milanovi¢. The visit to Croatia will also underscore India's commitment to
further strengthening its engagement with partners in the European Union.
