Prime Minister Narendra arrived at the Biju Patnaik International
Airport at Bhubaneswar in Odisha a short while ago. Odisha Governor Hari
Babu Kambhampati and Chief Minister Mohan Charan Majhi and other
senior officials welcomed the Prime Minister at the Airport from where Mr
Modi joined a roadshow. Thousands of people greeted the Prime Minister
with the tricolor during his roadshow to Janata Maidan, the venue of the



state-level function organised to mark completion of one year of the first
BIP government in the state led by Chief Minister Mohan Charan Majhi.
The Prime Minister is scheduled to attend the function as chief guest and
address a public rally. He will also inaugurate and lay the foundation stone
of multiple development projects worth over 18,600 crore rupees on the
occasion. These projects cover critical sectors including drinking water,
irrigation, agricultural and health infrastructure, rural roads and bridges,
sections of national highways, and few railway projects. Mr Modi will
release the 'Odisha Vision Document - 2036' which anchors around the
landmark year, when Odisha completes 100 years as India’s first linguistic
state. The vision document will outline an ambitious and future-ready
roadmap for Odisha’s inclusive growth.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi on Thursday revealed that he respectfully
declined an invitation from the U.S. President Donald Trump during his
recent overseas tour, choosing instead to honor his commitment to the
people of Odisha. Addressing a massive public gathering at Janata Maidan
in Bhubaneswar to mark the first anniversary of the BJP government in
Odisha, PM Modi shared the circumstances behind his decision not to
detour to the United States following his participation in the G7 Summit in
Canada.

AMIT SHAH - NAFED

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah today announced
that NAFED will soon begin direct procurement from farmers, eliminating
intermediaries from the agricultural production process. He was speaking



at a national seminar held in Mumbai on the occasion of the International
Year of Cooperatives. Mr. Shah expressed confidence that this move will
help farmers get fair prices for their produce. He also stated that the
government will soon launch an insurance company based on the
cooperative model. The Union Minister informed that two lakh new Primary
Agricultural Credit Societies will be established across the country. Mr.
Shah expressed confidence that in the next ten years, large cooperative
institutions will emerge in three key areas, exports, organic food, and
seeds, which will make a valuable contribution to improving farmers'
quality of life. On this occasion, five NAFED products were launched, and
grants or shares were distributed to five farmer producer companies by
dignitaries.

Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan today said that the spirit
of cooperation has been deeply rooted in India’s soil for thousands of
years. He said that the sentiment of universal welfare runs through India's
veins, which is the very essence of cooperation. He was addressing the
National Seminar organised in Mumbai on the occasion of the International
Year of Cooperatives. Mr. Chouhan highlighted various schemes launched
by the Centre, aimed at increasing agricultural income, enhancing farmers’
earnings through agri-allied industries, and maintaining ecological balance
through sustainable farming. He emphasised that small and marginal
farmers are at the heart of these schemes. He added, the key objectives of
the government, include safeguarding the country's food security,
increasing farmers’ income, ensuring access to nutritious food for citizens,
and protecting the health of the planet.

REV. CHHATISGARH ENCOUNTER

A female Naxalite has been killed in an encounter with security forces
in Chhattisgarh today. The encounter took place in the forests of Amatola
and Kalpar area of Kanker district. On the intelligence inputs , a joint team
of District Reserve Guard and Border Security Force was dispatched for the
operation and there has been intermittent exchange of fire between
security forces and Naxalites. An intensive searching by security forces is
going on in the encounter site and surrounding area.

Meanwhile, 12 members of the banned CPI (Maoist) from



Chhattisgarh surrendered at Bhadradri Kothagudem district in
Telangana. This development is part of an accelerating trend this
year, where 294 Maoists have already surrendered in the district.

REV. DAY. IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very
heavy rainfall over parts of Northwest and Central India till 25" of this
month. Talking exclusively to Akashvani News, IMD senior scientist Dr. RK
Jenamani has said that Southwest monsoon has advanced over parts of
Northwest and Central India. He added that an Orange alert has been
issued for very heavy rainfall over Uttar Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Rajasthan and Jharkhand for the next two days.
