Prime Minister Narendra Modi visited the Ahmedabad Civil Hospital in
Gujarat this morning and met those injured in Air India plane crash which
claimed lives of 241 people. Later, in a social media post, the Prime
Minister said, the country is devastated by the air tragedy in Ahmedabad.
He said, the loss of so many lives in such a sudden and heartbreaking
manner is beyond words. He extended condolences to the bereaved
families. Mr Modi said, the government understands their pain and also
know that the void left behind will be felt for years to come. The Prime



Minister also met the lone survivor of the Air India plane crash Vishwash
Kumar Ramesh, who is a British national of Indian origin, and is currently
undergoing treatment at a local hospital. Later Mr Ramesh shared the
devastating experience he went through and how he survived.

Mr Modi also visited the plane crash site and said the scene of

devastation is saddening. In a social media post, the Prime Minister said,

he met officials and teams working tirelessly in the aftermath. Mr Modi

said, his thoughts remain with those who lost their loved ones in this
unimaginable tragedy.

Later, Mr Modi held a review meeting in Ahemdabad. He also family
members of former Gujarat Cheif Minister Vijay Rupani, who lost his life in
this tragedy. Our correspondent reports that identified bodies from the
plane crash are being handed over to relatives after post-mortem. So far,
six bodies have been handed over to the family members.

The deadly Boeing 787-8 crashed yesterday claiming the lives of 241
people, including 12 crew members onboard. The aircraft, operating from
Ahmedabad to London Gatwick, plunged into a residential complex near B ]
Medical College immediately after take-off from the airport.

REV. VIKRAM MISRI- CHINA

India and China have agreed to expedite various measures to
improve bilateral relations, including resuming direct air services between
the two countries. This agreement was reached during a meeting between
Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri and China's Vice Foreign Minister Sun
Weidong. China's Vice Foreign Minister is on a two-day visit to India since.

The Foreign Secretary expressed hope for the early conclusion of an
updated Air Services Agreement. The two sides further agreed to take
practical steps for visa facilitation and exchanges between media and
think-tanks. Mr Misri appreciated the Chinese side’s cooperation for the



resumption of the Kailash Manasarovar Yatra this year. He noted the
discussion held in April this year in the meeting of the Expert Level
Mechanism for cooperation in trans-border rivers for resumption of
provision of hydrological data and other cooperation, and hoped for
progress on them. During their meeting, Mr Misri and Mr Weidong
positively assessed the activities planned under the 75th anniversary of
establishment of diplomatic relations between India and China and agreed
to facilitate the same. They also agreed to hold certain functional dialogues
including in the economic and trade areas to discuss and resolve specific
issues of concern. The two countries reviewed the developments in
bilateral relations since their last meeting in Beijing in January this year and
agreed to continue to stabilize and rebuild ties with priority on people-
centric engagements.

PLANE CRASH INVESTIGATION

Gujarat ATS team has recovered a digital video recorder from the
site of Ahmedabad plane crash. The airline has not officially confirmed the
recovery of the black box so far. The investigation into the incident is
currently underway and security agencies are actively conducting search
operations at the site. A team of forensic experts is expected to arrive
shortly to assist in the investigation.

Meanwhile, people are coming forward in large numbers to donate
blood at Civil Hospital, hoping to save the lives of those injured. The Indian
Army has organizied a blood donation camp at the military cantonment in
Ahmedabad. To support the affected families, the Road, Housing, and
Transport Departments have arranged accommodation and transportation.
Extensive facilities have also been set up at the Civil Hospital for the
families of the victims.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange
color warning for heat waves in Delhi and a red color warning for severe
heat waves in parts of Rajasthan, Punjab, and Haryana. Talking exclusively
to Akashvani News, IMD senior scientist Dr. R. K. Jenamani has said that
the orange color warning in Delhi will remain till tomorrow. He added that
Konkan, Goa, Karnataka, and Kerala are likely to receive extremely heavy
rainfall during the next 3-4 days. Rainfall is likely to increase in places over
Odisha, West Bengal, and Chhattisgarh in the coming 2-3 days.

ISRAEL-IRAN REACTIONS

Israel’s military launched a wave of strikes on Iran early this morning,
targeting key nuclear facilities. According to Iran’s Tasnim state news
agency, the assault also hit residential areas, injuring at least 50 people.
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu stated that the military operation will
be continue as long as necessary. In response, Iran's Supreme Leader
Ayatollah Ali Khamenei warned Israel of severe punishment. Israel's
military said Iran fired about 100 drones towards its territory, many of
which were intercepted. Meanwhile, world leaders have expressed concern
over the escalating situation in West Asia. India has called for restraint
from both sides and emphasized the importance of resolving the underlying
issues through diplomatic channels. The Ministry of External Affairs issued
a statement expressing deep concern over the rising tensions between
Israel and Iran.



U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio said Israel had taken unilateral action
against Iran and stated that the United States believed the strikes were
necessary for its self-defense. Saudi Arabia strongly condemned the Israeli
attacks. In a statement, the Saudi Ministry of Foreign Affairs said the
Kingdom strongly condemns and denounces the assault on Iran. Oman,
which has been mediating nuclear talks between the U.S. and Iran in
recent months, described Israel’s actions as a dangerous and reckless
escalation that violates the principles of international law.
