discovery at the residence of Justice Yashwant Varma, has concluded that
there was sufficient substance to initiate proceedings for the removal of the
former Delhi High Court judge. The committee comprising Chief Justice of
the Punjab and Haryana High Court Sheel Nagu, Chief Justice of the
Himachal Pradesh High Court GS Sandhawalia and Karnataka High Court
judge Anu Sivaraman has rebuffed his claims that the episode was a set up
to frame him. As per the report, cash was found at the storeroom of Justice
Varma's residence in New Delhi and two of his domestic staff were
instrumental in removing the burnt cash from the store room. Having
concluded that cash was recovered from the store room, the committee
noted that Justice Varma was unable to account for the same.
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REV. DAY PM CROATIA VISIT

India and Croatia have held discussion on the long-pending India-EU Free
Trade Agreement. Croatia has reiterated its strong support for the early
conclusion of the FTA, emphasising the mutual benefits it will bring to both
India and the European Union. Prime Minister Modi, who is on his way to
New Delhi after his successful visits to Croatia, Canada and Cyprus, held
wide-ranging delegation-level talks with Croatian Prime Minister Andrej
Plenkovi¢ at Banski Dvori in Zagreb. The leaders in the discussions also
look forward to an early conclusion of the India-EU FTA, which will give a
boost to the bilateral trade and supply chain resilience.

Both leaders also agreed that the agreement would unlock new avenues
for trade, investment, and technology collaboration. India appreciated
Croatia’s consistent backing within the EU framework.

They also underscored their shared commitment to global peace,
democratic values and expanding cooperation as the two countries signed
four MoUs in the fields of agriculture, cultural exchange, science &
technology and the setting up of an ICCR Chair of Hindi in Zagreb. The
two nations also decided to formulate a long-term Defence Cooperation
Plan to include joint training, military exchanges and industry-level
partnerships. The leaders agreed to deepen bilateral trade and build
resilient, dependable supply chains. New areas of enhanced cooperation
identified include Pharmaceuticals, Agriculture, Information Technology,



Clean and Digital Technologies, Renewable Energy, and Semiconductors.
Mr. Modi also highlighted growing cooperation in shipbuilding,
cybersecurity, and defence.

EVE. IRAN-ISRAEL WAR

The confrontation between Israel and Iran has entered its seventh day, as
Iranian missiles caused serious damage at several sites in central and
southern Israel, while Israeli forces are reported to have attacked Iran’s
Arak heavy water nuclear reactor. A hospital in southern Israel and two
towns near Tel Aviv were struck after a barrage of Iranian missiles. Soroka
Hospital’'s Director General, Shlomi Kodesh, said there is widespread
damage to buildings at the hospital. Meanwhile, Iran has stated that the
main target of the missile strike that hit a hospital in southern Israel was a
nearby military and intelligence base, not the medical facility itself.
According to media reports, the Tel Aviv Stock Exchange building is also
among those damaged in the latest Iranian barrage. According to media
reports, 137 people have been injured in the strikes. On the other hand,
the Israeli military has announced it struck the heavy water nuclear reactor
at Arak in Iran, during overnight air raids. The operation also targeted a
site near Natanz. Amid Israeli airstrikes, Iran also faces a nationwide
internet blackout and has remained largely offline for more than 12 hours.
The disruption follows escalating hostilities, including Israeli airstrikes on
military targets in Tehran. The US embassy in Israel has directed its staff
to shelter in place due to ongoing hostilities. The embassy added that the
Department of State is working to ensure the departure of US citizens from
Israel.

SIKKIM-KAILASH MANSAROVAR YATRA

In Sikkim, all preparations have been made for the smooth conduct
of the Kailash Mansarovar yatra beginning tomorrow. Governor Om
Prakash Mathur will flag off the yatra tomorrow morning at Nathula pass.
The first batch that consists of 36 pilgrims along with two Ministry of
External Affairs officials will start their journey tomorrow. Our



Correspondent reports that each batch will take 10 to 11 days to complete
the yatra. There will be a total of 10 batches that will undertake Kailash
Mansarovar Yatra this year from Nathula in Sikkim. The yatra has resumed
after a gap of five years. Various state and central government agencies
are working together to ensure the smooth and hassle-free visit of all the
pilgrims. Our correspondent reports that a special helicopter sortie was
deployed today to facilitate this immediate evacuation, ensuring timely
assistance to those stranded in the area. Earlier on Friday, all the stranded
tourists were airlifted from Chaten.

DAY. IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast light rainfall and
thunderstorms in the national capital till tomorrow. According to IMD,
thunderstorm accompanied with lightning and gusty winds is very likely at
isolated places over Bihar, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Coastal
Andhra Pradesh and Andaman and Nicobar Island. IMD also predicted
extremely heavy rainfall over Jharkhand, Odisha and West Bengal today.
Talking to Akashvani News, IMD senior scientist RK Jenamani has said that
red colour warning has been issued for Jharkhand, as extremely heavy
rainfall is expected to continue until tomorrow.
