Election Commission has termed Congress leader Rahul Gandhi's
claims over Maharashtra assembly polls as unsubstantiated and termed his
allegations against the Electoral Rolls of Maharashtra as affront to the rule
of law. In a statement, the EC said that trying to defame the Commission
by saying that it is compromised after any unfavourable verdict by the
voters, is completely absurd. It said, it had brought out all facts regarding
the allegations in its reply to Congress party on 24th December last year
itself, which is available on the Commission's website. The poll body said
these facts are being completely ignored while raising such issues again
and again. It said all Indian elections are held as per Law and the scale
and accuracy with which elections are held in India are widely acclaimed
across the world.

Election Commission said any misinformation being spread is not only
a sign of disrespect towards Law, but also brings disrepute to the
representatives appointed by their own political party. It said this
demotivates lakhs of election staff who work untiringly and transparently



during elections.
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ALL PARTY DELEGATION

The all-party Parliamentary delegation led by BJP MP Ravi Shankar
Prasad met with senior representatives
from German Government, Parliament and Think-Tanks in Berlin to convey
India's principled position of 'Zero-Tolerance against Terrorism' and its
strategy to tackle cross-border terrorism.

During the
interactions, the delegation emphasised that nuclear blackmail
should not be allowed as a cover for terrorism and discussed India's
strategy against cross-border terrorism in future.

German interlocutors expressed support for India’s stance, with a
shared recognition of the urgent need for the international community to
come together in the fight against terrorism. They also discussed India-
Germany cooperation in the field of Defence, Security and Counter-
Terrorism as part of deepening Strategic Partnership between the two
countries.

Union Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh
Chouhan said that making India a developed country depends on
improving farming and making farmers more prosperous. He encouraged
farmers to make the most of the Vikasit Krishi Sankalp Abhiyan by listening
to scientists and using their advice to improve their work. He was speaking
at a programme in Sehore, Madhya Pradesh today.

At the event, development projects worth over 51 crore rupees were
launched. Mr. Chouhan also approved building houses for all families listed
in the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana Gramin 2018 (Awas Plus list) in Madhya
Pradesh.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today said that any attack on India will
be met with a strong response and no distinction will be made between
terrorists and their perpetrators. Mr Modi said this while sharing an article
penned by Defence Minister Rajnath Singh for a news daily, reaffirming
India's zero-tolerance for cross-border terrorism.

In his article, the Defence Minister laid out India’s position of zero-
tolerance of Pak-sponsored terrorism and assured retaliation against it. Mr
Singh highlighted that talks and terrorism cannot go hand-in-hand. Any
future dialogue with Pakistan will focus solely on terrorism and Pakistan-
occupied Kashmir. Mr Singh mentioned that if Pakistan is serious, it must
hand over UN-designated terrorists like Hafiz Saeed and Masood Azhar. He
further added that terrorism is not just an Indian problem; it's a global



problem. To effectively dismantle terrorist networks, the world needs to
move beyond piecemeal efforts. The Minister also suggested five ways the
global community can fight terror including defining the term ‘'terrorism’,
freeze finances of terrorist organisations and its sponsors, and calling out
countries that use surrogates to destabilise their neighbourhood.
