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AMIT SHAH - APPOINTMENT LETTERS

Union Home Minister Amit Shah will distribute the appointment
letters to the 60,244 newly recruited constables of the Uttar Pradesh Police
at a grand ceremony in Lucknow today. Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath will
also be present at the event, which marks a significant step in
strengthening the state’s law enforcement.

Out of the total 60,244 posts for the direct recruitment of constables,
12,048 are women. This is the first time a large number of women will get
appointment letters in any security force.

Yogi Adityanath reviewed the security preparations at Defence Expo
Ground in Lucknow yesterday ahead of the Union Home Minister's visit.
DGP Rajeev Krishna said that recruits from all 75 districts of the state will
gather for the large-scale programme. Comprehensive arrangements have
been made to ensure the smooth arrival of candidates. Mr. Krishna
informed that all selected candidates will undergo high-tech training and be
inducted as integral members of the Uttar Pradesh Police Force.



A total of 60,244 constables, including 12,048 women recruits, were
recruited by the UP Police Recruitment and Promotion Board, which
received more than 48 lakh applications for 60,000 posts.

PAK FALSE CLAIMS

United States has firmly denied reports claiming Pakistan's Army
Chief, General Asim Munir, was invited to a military parade in Washington,
calling the claims false. A White House official clarified in the statement
that no foreign military leaders were invited, dismissing the misinformation
aimed at straining US-India relations. The parade marks the founding of
the US Army on June 14, 1775. It also coincides with former President
Donald Trump's 79th birthday. The exposure of the fake report is also seen
as a diplomatic setback for Pakistan, which attempted to claim a diplomatic
edge after its recent delegation, led by former Foreign Minister Bilawal
Bhutto Zardari, failed to secure high-level meetings in Washington.

DAY PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that his tri-nation tour to
Cyprus, Canada, and Croatia is an opportunity to thank partner countries
for their steadfast support to India in its fight against cross-border
terrorism, and to galvanize global understanding on tackling terrorism in all
its forms and manifestations.

In his departure statement while leaving for Cyprus this morning, he
said that the visit provides an opportunity to build upon the historical
bonds and expand our ties in the areas of trade, investment, security,
technology and promote people-to-people exchanges. He said, Cyprus is a
close friend and an important partner in the Mediterranean region and the
EU.

The Prime Minister said that the G 7 Summit at Canada will provide
space for exchange of views on pressing global issues and the priorities of
the Global South. Mr Modi highlighted that India and Croatia enjoy
centuries-old close cultural links. He added that his visit to Croatia will open
new avenues for bilateral cooperation in areas of mutual interest.

During his Cyprus visit, Mr Modi will meet the President of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides. The two leaders are expected to hold wide-ranging
discussions covering trade and investment, education, maritime



cooperation, digital connectivity, and regional security.

Speaking to Akashvani News, Indian High Commissioner to Cyprus,
Manish, said that Prime Minister’s visit will add a new dimension and
renewed strength to the bilateral relationship. He noted that India and
Cyprus have historically been connected through trade and maritime
routes, and described the visit as result-oriented and robust one that will
significantly advance ties. He added that Cyprus has a national vision for
2035, while India has vision Vikshit Bharat 2047. He said there is strong
synergy between the two countries and expressed confidence that the two
leaders will outline a roadmap to intensify and diversify cooperation.

FUR REV DAY UTTARAKHAND HELICOPTER CRASH

A helicopter crashed this morning in the hilly region of Gaurikund
Khark in the Kedarnath area of Uttarakhand, resulting in the deaths of
seven people, including six pilgrims and the pilot. The helicopter was en
route from Kedarnath to Guptkashi. As soon as the incident was reported,
rescue teams were dispatched to the site and relief and rescue operations
were launched. The SDRF stated that the crashed helicopter was
completely burnt and all bodies have been recovered. Chief Minister
Pushkar Singh Dhami has expressed deep sorrow over this tragic accident.

The Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau will investigate
the crash. Directorate General of Civil Aviation said, the helicopter
took off from Kedarnath this morning for Guptkashi, and crashed
near Gaurikund. As a precautionary measure, DGCA has already
reduced the frequency of helicopter operations to Char Dham. Itis
carrying out the enhanced surveillance and reviewing the
operation for any further action.

In Gujarat, the process of DNA Matching is underway and victims of



the plane crash are being identified. Gujarat Minister of State for Home
Harsh Sanghvi has said 19 DNA samples were matched till 9 pm yesterday.
As part of the ongoing efforts, forensic teams have been working through
the night to match more DNA samples.

Our correspondent reports that the last rites of former CM Vijay
Rupani who is one of the victims of the crash will be performed in Rajkot.
The date is subject to the result of the DNA test.

Meanwhile, elaborate arrangements have been made at the Civil
Hospital to facilitate the families of the deceased. The superintendent of
Ahmedabad Civil Hospital Dr Rakesh Joshi said a separate team has been
alloted for each victims and free ambulance is also being provided.

nation in over two decades. The visit holds significance as Cyprus
has been a consistent supporter of India’s positions on Kashmir,

cross-border terrorism, and reforms in the United Nations Security
Council. From Cyprus, the Prime Minister will travel to Canada to

attend the G7 Summit. At the Summit Mr. Modi will exchange
views on key global issues and hold several bilateral meetings on
the sidelines. The final leq of the Prime Minister’s visit will be to
Croatia, marking the first high-level visit by an Indian Prime

The much-awaited Axiom-4 mission carrying Indian astronaut
Shubhanshu Shukla to the International Space Station (ISS) has been
rescheduled for June 19, 2025.

Israel and Iran have escalated their deadly exchange of missile
strikes as Iranian projectiles targeted major Israeli cities, while Israeli
forces simultaneously conducted new attacks on military installations in
Tehran yesterday.
