In the
second phase which is Population Enumeration, the demographic, socio-economic,
cultural and other details of every person in each household will be collected. In this
Census, Caste enumeration will also be done. For Census activities, about 34 lakh

enumerators and supervisors and around 1.3 lakh Census functionaries will be
