EXPLOSION: Twelve people were killed and 26 others injured, some of them

critically, following an explosion in a chemical reactor at a pharma factory in the
Pashamylaram industrial area of Sangareddy district in Telangana this morning.
According to State Labour Minister Vivek Venkataswamy said, four more workers
are reported trapped under debris. He said the explosion occurred at Sigachi
Industries, triggering a massive fire that engulfed parts of the facility. Immediately
11 fire engines rushed to the spot and managed to bring the blaze under control.
Factory management stated that around 30 workers were on duty at the time of the
incident. While five workers died on the spot, others succumbed to injuries at the
hospital. The explosion also caused severe damage to factory's manufacturing and
administrative buildings. District Collector Praveenya and Superintendent of Police
Paritosh visited the site and are supervising relief and rescue operations. Chief
