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REV AMIT SHAH-TN VISIT

In Tamil Nadu, Union Minister for home affairs and senior BJP leader Amit
Shah today criticised the DMK Government for indulging in anti people
policies. Addresing a party meeting in Madurai, he accused DMK for
Tasmac corruption amounting to 39,775 Crores rupees. He said that the
law and order in the DMK Government has been in disorder. Mr Shah said
that in the past eleven years of Modi Government, Tamilnadu has been
given six lakh 80 thousand crore rupees. Mr Shah said the State Assembly
elections in Tamil Nadu next year is very important for the party. He said



that in 2026 State Assembly elections the NDA alliance partners will have a
victory. He said Tamil Nadu and West Bengal are states which need the
BJP rule. He also referred to the massive win for the party in Orissa,
Haryana Maharashtra and Delhi Assembly elections. He also remembered
the establishment of Sengol in Parliament by Prime minister Narendra
Modi. The home minister said that under the leadership of Prime minister
Narendra Modi India taught a lesson to the perpetrators of crime in
Pahalgam through Operation Sindoor. He applauded the Government for
attacking the terrorists' infrastructure. He said that the might of the Indian
airforce was established during the Operation Sindoor. The Minister said
that Operation Sindoor is not yet over. Earlier he met with the leaders of
the alliance and discussed about the political strategy.

ALL PARTY DELEGATION - US

The all-party Parliamentary delegation wrapped up its visit to the US after
meeting with Vice President J D Vance and Deputy Secretary of State
Christopher Landau among political and diplomatic leadership to drive
home India's strong resolve to combat terrorism emanating from Pakistan.
The delegation, led by Congress MP Shashi Tharoor, was on the last leg of
a multi-nation tour to brief key interlocutors about Operation Sindoor that
India launched in retaliation of the April 22 Pahalgam terror attack. The
delegation was one of the seven multi-party delegations India had tasked
to visit 33 global capitals to reach out to the international community to
emphasise Pakistan’s links to terrorism. The delegation arrived in the US
capital on June 3 and over the course of three days held a wide array of
meetings on Capitol Hill as well as in Washington, briefing the American
government officials as well as lawmakers about India's stance on cross-
border terrorism. Besides, Vice President Vance and Landau, Indian team
also met House Foreign Affairs Committee leadership, India Caucus
leadership and Senate Foreign Relations Committee leaders among others.
The team, which had arrived from India in New York on May 24, had
travelled to Guyana, Panama, Colombia and Brazil before arriving in
Washington for the last leg of the tour.



JOSHI-MANUFACTURING HUB

Union Minister for Consumer Affairs and Renewable Energy, Pralhad Joshi,
expressed confidence that India is poised to become a global
manufacturing hub, citing the country’s supportive environment, abundant
resources, and dynamic youth. Speaking today in Dharwad, Karnataka, the
Union Minister highlighted India’s growth under Prime Minister Narendra
Modi's leadership. He noted the country’s emergence as self-reliant across
various sectors. Mr. Joshi emphasized that India has overcome the
challenges it faced in 2014 and is on track to become the world’s third-
largest producer. Until now, China and Vietham were the only leading
producing countries in the world but India has now joined that list and is
set to emerge as the third-largest producer, he added. The Minister
asserted that India today is self-reliant in everything from industry, jobs,
education, information technology, transport, and electricity. He said, India
is developing into the world’s largest exporting country. Mr. Joshi
highlighted the increasing global demand for Indian talent, especially in
Germany, as India leverages its vibrant youth and resources.

REV. AXIOM-4 MISSION

The prestigious Axiom-4 (AX-4) mission is scheduled to be launched from
NASA’s Kennedy Space Center tomorrow at 5:52pm IST. This historic
mission will carry four astronauts from the US, India, Poland, and Hungary
to the International Space Station (ISS) for a 14-day scientific mission in
Low Earth Orbit (LEO). More from our correspondent: The four astronauts
on the Axiom-4 (AX-4) mission are Subhanshu Shukla from India, Stawosz
Uznanski from Poland, Tibor Kapu from Hungary, and Peggy Whitson from
the US. Whitson, a NASA astronaut, will serve as Mission Commander,
while Shukla becomes India’s second astronaut to travel to space, following
Rakesh Sharma’s 1984 mission. Uznanski and Kapu represent Poland and
Hungary, marking their countries' second human spaceflight missions in
history. They are expected to reach the space station the next day, around
10 pm IST on Wednesday. Once they get there, the astronauts will spend
about two weeks on the space station, where they will conduct
microgravity research, technology demonstrations, and outreach events.
The astronauts will carry out around 60 scientific studies from 31 countries,



including several groundbreaking research projects led by ISRO. Peggy
Whitson, Mission Commander, described the mission as a leap forward in
advancing scientific knowledge and fostering global space cooperation. The
AX-4 mission is set to further deepen the partnerships between NASA,
ISRO, and other international space agencies, paving the way for future
space exploration.

SHIVRAJ-SOCIAL MEDIA

Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan has called on social
media influencers and intellectuals to turn the One Nation, One Election
initiative into a mass movement, citing its importance for national progress.
Speaking at an event in Bengaluru, Chouhan stressed that frequent
elections drain time and public funds. He said, Simultaneous Lok Sabha
and Assembly elections every five years would save administrative
resources and money. He noted that the Model Code of Conduct during
election periods hampers long-term policy decisions. He added that fixed-
term elections would allow governments to focus more effectively on
development and welfare. The minister urged stakeholders to actively
promote the campaign to ensure its broad-based support and successful
implementation.

JITENDRA SINGH-MARINE CONFERENCE

Earth Sciences Minister Dr. Jitendra Singh today reiterated India's
commitment to a resilient Blue Economy. Addressing the Monaco Marine
Conference in Monaco, Dr.Singh highlighted India’s strides in adopting
Marine Spatial Planning (MSP) as a key tool for sustainable ocean
governance. He added that MSP offers a science-based framework for
optimizing ocean resources, protecting biodiversity, and ensuring coastal
livelihoods. Mr. Singh said India aims to scale Marine Spatial Planning
across its coastline, reinforcing the nation’s global leadership in sustainable
ocean management. The Minister further asserted that India’s science-
driven, data-informed approach underscores the country’s vision for ocean
governance that benefits both people and the planet. Dr. Singh and
Norway’s Minister of International Development, ARsmund Grgver Aukrust,



today jointly hosted a high-level event on Marine Spatial Planning, a show
of global cooperation for ocean sustainability, commemorating World
Ocean Day.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heatwave
conditions over West Rajasthan till the 11th of this month. Parts of
Northwest India, except for Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand, are also
likely to witness heat wave conditions during the next four days. Our
correspondent reports that the weather department has also predicted
heavy rainfall at isolated places over Coastal Andhra Pradesh and North
Interior Karnataka tomorrow - Parts of the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura, Odisha, Punjab, West
Madhya Pradesh, and West Rajasthan are likely to experience
thunderstorms along with lightning and gusty winds during the next 2-3
days. Met department said hot and humid weather conditions are very
likely tomorrow over Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha, and Tamil Nadu
Puducherry and Karaikal, whereas Delhi, Chandigarh, and Haryana will
experience warm night conditions. The weather agency has issued a yellow
alert in Delhi for the next four days and warned residents to take
precautions against heat-related discomfort, as the capital is set to face
extreme heat with temperatures rising to 44 degrees Celsius.

EVE. ASSAM FLOOD: In Assam's flood situation showed further
improvement today. Over 2 lakh 50 thousand people are still reeling under
the deluge in 11 districts at around 740 villages. Three person lost their life
in Kamrup district today due to flood. The State Government has engaged
SDRF teams for rescue operations. According to the Assam State Disaster
Management Authority, over 25 thousand people are in the 130 relief
camps. No rivers are flowing above danger levels at any places in the
State. In light of the improving flood situation in Kamrup district, ferry
services resumed today over the Brahmaputra between Guwahati and
North Guwahati. Meanwhile, the Indian Meteorological Department has
informed that moderate rain is very likely to occur at isolated places of



Chirang, Baksa, Dhemaji, Dibrugarh, Tinsukia, and Barak Valley districts of
Cachar, Sri bhumi and Hailakandi. The current first wave of floods and
landslides have so far claimed 26 lives.

FRENCH OPEN TENNIS: In tennis, Spain’s Carlos Alcaraz pulled off a
remarkable comeback to defend his French Open title, defeating World No.
1 Jannik Sinner of Italy in a jaw-dropping five-set epic last night. Down two
sets and facing three championship points, reigning champion Alcaraz
seemed on the brink of defeat. But the 22-year-old Spaniard roared back to
claim a stunning 4-6, 6-7, 6-4, 7-6, 7-6 victory in one of the most thrilling
finals in Grand Slam history. With this, Alcaraz not only claims his second
Roland Garros crown but also secures his fifth Grand Slam title, remaining
unbeaten in all five major finals. The victory also ends Sinner’s 20-match
winning streak at the majors. Earlier, second-seed Italian pair Sara Errani
and Jasmine Paolini won the Women's Doubles crown. The pair defeated
Kazakhstan’s Anna Danilina paired with Serbia’s Aleksandra Krunic 6-4, 2-6,
6-1 for the title in the final.
