The death toll in devastating Air India plane crash in Ahmedabad has
reached to 254. The flight had total 242 people on board, with 169 Indian
nationals, 53 British nationals, seven Portuguese nationals, and one
Canadian national, along with 12 crew members. Only one person, a British
national of Indian origin, survived. President of the Gujarat chapter of the
Indian Medical Association Mehul Shah, has confirmed the deaths of four
medical students and the wife of a doctor.



Eight bodies from the nearby residential area, which was affected by
the crash, have been identified and handed over to their families. Blood
samples from 219 relatives of the deceased have been collected to aid in
DNA testing and identification.

Currently, 31 individuals are being treated for injuries at the Civil
Hospital, with medical staff working around the clock to provide critical
care.

An investigation is in progress to determine the exact cause of the
crash. A team from the Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB) has
recovered the aircraft’s black box-stformally known as the Flight Data
Recorder-from the crash site. Forensic experts have also begun detailed
examinations. Authorities state that the cause of the accident will be
confirmed following a comprehensive forensic and technical analysis.

Our correspondent reports that local health, police, and security
teams remain on high alert. Emergency measures and support systems
have been put in place to assist the victims’ families and affected residents.

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PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a five day tour to Cyprus,
Canada and Croatia tomorrow. At the invitation of President of Cyprus,
Nikos Christodoulides, Prime Minister Modi will pay an official visit to
Cyprus tomorrow. This will be the first visit of an Indian Prime Minister to
Cyprus in over two decades. While in Nicosia, Prime Minister will hold talks
with President Christodoulides and address business leaders in Limassol.
The visit will reaffirm the shared commitment of the two countries to
deepen bilateral ties and strengthen India’s engagement with the
Mediterranean region and the European Union.

In the second leg of his visit, at the invitation of Prime Minister of
Canada, Mark Carney, Mr Modi will travel to Kananaskis in Canada on 16th
June to participate in the G-7 Summit. This would be Prime Minister’s 6th
consecutive participation in the G-7 Summit. At the Summit, Prime Minister
will exchange views with leaders of G-7 countries, other invited outreach
countries and Heads of International Organisations on crucial global issues,
including energy security, technology and innovation, particularly the Al-
energy nexus and Quantum-related issues. Prime Minister will also hold
several bilateral meetings on the side-lines of the Summit.

In the final leg of his tour, Prime Minister Modi will undertake an
official visit to Croatia on 18th June. This will be the first ever visit by an
Indian Prime Minister to Croatia, marking an important milestone in the
bilateral relationship. Prime Minister will hold bilateral discussions with his
Croatian counterpart Andrej Plenkovi¢ and meet President of Croatia, Zoran
Milanovic. The visit to Croatia will also underscore India's commitment to
further strengthening its engagement with partners in the European Union.

TELANGANA-ILLEGAL TELECOM

In a coordinated operation with the Telangana Police, the
Department of Telecommunications (DoT) has busted an illegal telecom
setup in Secunderabad that was facilitating the unlawful routing of
international calls to Indian customers using SIP (Session Initiation
Protocol) technology. The DoT has intensified its crackdown on telecom
fraud and cybercrime. An official release stated that the Hyderabad unit of
DoT, acting on specific intelligence and analysis, identified the illegal
operation and swiftly moved in to dismantle the setup.

A SIP server, three laptops, one monitor and related network
equipment was seized. Calls were found to be routed from West Asia-East
and America, but showing local Indian numbers. Two FIRs have been filed
and One suspect has been apprehended by the police. Involvement of
some other persons is suspected and further investigation is underway.

In United States, at least 11 people have died and several are still missing
after flash flooding hit San Antonio, Texas. The severe storms on



Wednesday and Thursday forced cars off roads, pushing some drivers into
a creek. The Fire Department said rescuers were searching for at least four
people missing in the floods. Officials said the death toll may change and
their search and recovery efforts will take days. The fire department has
asked for additional assistance and rescue force.

PURI-INDIA ENERGY

Union Minister for Petroleum and Natural Gas Hardeep Puri said that
the country has adequate energy supplies for the coming months. He
informed this in a social media post after holding a review meeting
yesterday with the Petroleum Secretary and heads of Indian energy public
sector undertakings. The oil supply update by the minister attaches
importance, given that the international oil prices shot up sharply yesterday
after Israeli attack on Iran. Mr Puri said that India's energy strategy is
shaped by successfully navigating the trilemma of energy availability,
affordability and sustainability under the "dynamic leadership" of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi. India imports 150 billion US dollar worth of energy
annually, and imports provide over 80 per cent of its crude oil requirement.

The Ministry of Ayush will host Yoga Connect, a hybrid global summit
on Yoga for One Earth, One Health in New Delhi today. The summit is
being organised as a key lead-up event to the 11th International Day of
Yoga (IDY) on 21st of this month. Today event will bring together over
1,000 participants, along with virtual attendees from leading international
yoga institutions and wellness communities around the world.Experts from
more than four countries, including Bahrain, the United States, the United
Kingdom, and South Korea, will join the summit.
