Union Home Minister Amit Shah will release a book 'The Emergency
Diaries-Years that forged a leader' in New Delhi today. The book delves
into the compelling role of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, then a young
RSS Pracharak, played in the fight against Emergency.

India continues to attach high importance to the SCO as a
platform for strengthening multilateralism, regional security, economic
cooperation, and people-to-people engagement.
