EAM - EUROPE VISIT

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar will depart on a seven-day
official visit to France, European Union and Belgium today. During his
France visit, the External Affairs Minister will travel to Paris and Marseille
for bilateral discussions with his counterpart, Minister for Europe and
Foreign Affairs of France, Jean Noel Barrot. He will also engage with the
senior leadership of France, and interact with think tanks and media. Dr
Jaishnakar would also participate in the inaugural Mediterranean Raisina
Dialogue.

Meanwhile, during his EU visit, Dr Jaishankar will hold a strategic
dialogue with the EU High Representative and Vice President, Kaja Kallas.

During his visit to Belgium, the
Minister will hold bilateral consultations with the Deputy Prime Minister and
Foreign Minister of Belgium, Maxime Prevot and also meet the senior
leadership of Belgium. He will also interact with the members of the Indian
community.

The External Affairs Ministry in a statement said that the visit is
expected to further deepen India’s friendly relations with the European
Union, France and Belgium, giving renewed momentum to ongoing
cooperation in diverse areas.

Union Home Minister Amit Shah reaches Madurai in Tamil Nadu last
night. He will chair a meeting of the Tamil Nadu BJ]P's state core committee
in Madurai today and will also interact with state, district, and mandal-level
office bearers of the party. Mr. Shah will also visit historic Meenakshi
Amman Temple, where he will have darshan. The visit to the iconic temple
is seen as both a spiritual gesture and a symbolic outreach to Tamil cultural
sentiments. Mr Shah would address party leaders and office-bearers on
election preparedness, and also hold meetings with various stakeholders.

KARNATAKA CM - COMPENSATION

Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah has ordered an increase in
compensation for the 11 families of those who died in stampede in
Chinnaswamy stadium in Bengaluru on Wednesday, raising the amount to
25 lakh rupees each. Previously, the government had announced 10 lakh
rupees in compensation per family. Union Minister for Large and Heavy
Industries H.D. Kumaraswamy, Union Minister of State Shobha Karandlaje,
and the Karnataka BJP leadership have demanded a compensation of 50
lakh rupees for the families of the deceased. The Royal Challengers
Bengaluru (RCB) franchise has announced 10 lakh rupees compensation for
the deceased, while the Karnataka State Cricket Association (KSCA) has
announced 5 lakh rupees in this regard. The BJP has been demanding the
resignation of Chief Minister Siddaramaiah and Deputy CM DK Shivakumar
over the incident. The incident has proven to be a major setback for the
Congress-led government in Karnataka. The BJP further described the
initial compensation amount of 10 lakh rupees as meagre. Meanwhile, the
Special Wing of the Criminal Investigation Department (CID) has begun its
probe into the Chinnaswamy stampede tragedy, which claimed 11 lives.
Concurrently, the magisterial inquiry by the Deputy Commissioner of
Bengaluru Urban district is also progressing. CID sleuths have visited the
Chinnaswamy Stadium and collected information.
