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In Gaza, at least 49 people have been killed in Israeli airstrikes with
attacks continuing since late last night into this morning. According to Shifa
Hospital staff, 12 among the dead were sheltering near Palestine Stadium
and eight in apartment buildings. Over 20 bodies were taken to Nasser
Hospital. As the violence escalates, U.S. President Donald Trump said, a
ceasefire agreement could come within a week. Israeli Minister for
Strategic Affairs Ron Dermer is expected in Washington for talks. Now in its
21st month, the conflict continues to deepen Gaza’s humanitarian crisis,
with around 50 hostages still held by the Hamas since its October 2023
attack.

Russian President Vladimir Putin has said, Moscow is ready for fresh
direct peace talks with Ukraine, despite ongoing drone attacks by both
sides. Speaking in Minsk during his visit to Belarus yesterday, Mr. Putin
said, officials are discussing the timing of the potential meeting, with
ceasefire terms likely on the agenda.

Earlier, previous rounds of talks in Istanbul ended without progress.
On the other hand, Ukraine has reported to have intercepted most of 363

At least 13 civilians were killed and 21 injured after intense artillery
shelling by the Rapid Support Forces (RSF) hit El Fasher, capital of North
Darfur, yesterday. According to local resistance committees, explosions
rocked residential neighborhoods early in the morning. Victims included



women and children, with many suffering severe injuries. The RSF has
besieged El Fasher since May last year, cutting off vital supplies amid daily
shelling and street battles with the Sudanese Armed Forces (SAF). Sudan’s
civil war, ongoing since April 2023, has killed tens of thousands people and
displaced millions both internally and across neighboring countries.

At least 16 Pakistani soldiers were killed and 29 people were also injured,
including 10 army personnel and 19 civilians, in a suicide attack in
northwestern Pakistan today. According to police, the explosion also
caused the roofs of two houses to collapse, injuring six children. The police
said a suicide bomber rammed an explosive-laden vehicle into a military
convoy. Local media reported that the attack was claimed by the suicide
bomber wing of the Hafiz Gul Bahadur armed group, which is affiliated with
the Pakistani Taliban.
