 REV. EVE. AMIT SHAH - APPOINTMENT LETTERS:  

Union home Minister Amit Shah said that India will be completely free from 
Naxalism by March 31, 2026. While addressing the UP Police appointment 
letter distribution ceremony of newly recruited 60,244 constables in 
Lucknow, Union Home Minister said that Naxalism, once spread across 11 
states, is now confined to just three districts.(S/B) 

Union Home Minister said that modernisation of country's police force 
began under PM Modi's leadership; in UP it started in 2017. Mr. Shah said 
that earlier, recruitments in the Police force were being done on the basis 
of caste. But today, all candidates have been appointed with full 
transparency through technology. (S/B)  
Praising CM Yogi Adityanath, Mr. Shah said that Uttar Pradesh is no longer 
known for riots; rule of law in the state now, criminals no longer get VIP 
treatment. Speaking on this occasion, CM Yogi Adityanath said that today’s 
programme stands as a testimony to our commitment toward achieving the 
goals of 'Amrit Kaal' as envisioned by our Prime Minister. To fulfill that 
vision, we are ensuring that the benefits of governance and participation in 
development reach every citizen without any discrimination. A total of 
60,244 constables, including 12,048 women recruits, were recruited by the 
UP Police recruitment and promotion board, which received more than 48 
lakh applications for 60,000 posts. 
 
FUR. REV. EVE PM VISIT  
        Prime Minister Narendra Modi has arrived in Cyprus on the first leg of 
his three-nation tour. He was received at Larnaka International Airport by 
Cyprus President Nikos Christodoulides. 
        Following his arrival, the Prime Minister proceeded to Lemesos, where 
he was given a rousing welcome by the Indian community and the Cypriot 



public. Students, professionals, and members of the diaspora gathered in 
large numbers, marking the occasion as a landmark moment in the 
deepening friendship between India and Cyprus. 
        Prime Minister Modi and President Christodoulides are scheduled to 
participate in a business roundtable with Indian and Cypriot entrepreneurs 
later today. 
        Tomorrow, Prime Minister Modi will hold formal bilateral talks with 
President Christodoulides in Nicosia. Discussions are expected to cover key 
areas such as trade, investment, education, digital cooperation, and 
regional security. The leaders are also likely to exchange views on broader 
international developments, including the India-EU partnership, the India-
Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC). 
        A special highlight of the visit will be a joint visit to the Nicosia Town 
Hall, followed by a guided tour along the United Nations ceasefire line - a 
symbolic gesture acknowledging India’s historic contribution to UN 
peacekeeping in Cyprus. 
          

REV. EVE PLANE CRAS-DNA MATCH: 

 In the Ahmedabad plane crash in Gujarat, DNA samples of 32 deceased 
have been matched so far and 14 bodies have been handed over to their 
families.  State Home Minister Harsh Sanghavi confirmed that DNA samples 
of former Chief Minister of the state Vijay Rupani have been matched too. 
Sb  The process from DNA sampling to matching is going on continuously 
for 24 hours at Gandhinagar Forensic Science Laboratory.  Meanwhile, 
Prime Minister Narendra Modi's Principal Secretary P.K. Mishra today visited 
the plane crash site to take stock of the situation. State Police Chief Vikas 
Sahay briefed Mr. Mishra about the entire incident. Meanwhile, an officer of 
the Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau-AAIB also gave information 
about the investigation and other important information to Mr. Mishra. Mr. 
Mishra also visited the hostel mess.  

 
PUNE BRIDGE COLLAPSE:  

In Maharashtra, an old bridge over the Indrayani River collapsed in Maval 
taluka near Pune today. It is feared that around 25 to 30 tourists may have 
drowned in the river. The incident took place at Kundmala, a well-known 



tourist spot located near Talegaon Dabhade city. As it was a Sunday, the 
area was crowded with a large number of tourists. While some of them 
were standing on the bridge, it suddenly collapsed, causing many to fall 
directly into the river. The Maval region has been experiencing heavy 
rainfall for the past two days. Local administration, fire brigade teams, and 
the National Disaster Response Force (NDRF) have rushed to the spot and 
rescue operations are currently underway to bring the situation under 
control. 

EVE HELICOPTER CRASH – AAIB:  

The Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau will investigate the crash of a 
helicopter near the Kedarnath shrine in Uttarakhand this morning, resulting 
in the death of seven people. The helicopter was en route from Kedarnath 
to Guptkashi with six passengers  and one crew member on board. 
Directorate General of Civil Aviation said, the helicopter took off from Shri 
Kedarnath ji at 5:19 this morning for Guptkashi and crashed near 
Gaurikund. As a precautionary measure, DGCA has already reduced the 
frequency of helicopter operations to Char Dham. It is carrying out the 
enhanced surveillance and reviewing the operation for any further action. 
Following the incident, Chief Minister of Uttarakhand Pushkar Singh Dhami 
today convened a high-level meeting, attended by Secretary (Civil 
Aviation), DGCA, and associated teams. During the meeting, it was decided 
that all charter and shuttle helicopter operations in the region will be 
suspended till tomorrow as a safety precaution.  

REV. EVE. JITENDRA SCIENCE:  

Science and Technology Minister Dr Jitendra Singh today announced a 
policy reforms to enhance the Ease of Innovation and Ease of Doing 
Research, providing long-awaited relief to innovators, researchers, 
scholars, scientists and institutions across the country. Addressing a press 
conference in New Delhi today, Dr Singh said “This is a move that places 
trust in the science leaders of this country. The message from the Modi 
Government is clear-we trust you, we value you and we are committed to 
you.” One of the most consequential decisions announced is the delegation 
of procurement powers to institutional heads as they can now approve 
Global Tender Enquiries up to 200 crore rupees-previously a power 
reserved for central authorities. The government has also revised key 



financial thresholds under the General Financial Rules (GFR). The ceiling 
for direct purchases has been doubled from 1 lakh to 2 lakh rupees , while 
the range for purchases through departmental committees has been raised 
from 1to 10 lakh rupees  to 2 to 25 lakh rupees. Similarly, the limits for 
limited tender enquiries and advertised tenders have been increased from 
50 lakh rupees to one crore rupees. The Minister added that in the years to 
come, the space economy is going to be a very important component of 
India’s growth story. that some of the most unexpected decisions were 
taken by the Modi government in the last 10 years including opening of the 
space to the private sector and this year’s announcement about the nuclear 
sector.

 EVE IMD – WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department - IMD has 
forecast favourable conditions for further advancement of Southwest 
monsoon over parts of Gujarat, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh and Odisha during 
the next 24 hours. According to the IMD, heavy rainfall will descend over 
East Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha, West Bengal, Sikkim Bihar, 
Jharkhand and Odisha till the 20th of this month. In North India, similar 
rainfall conditions will be present over Uttarakhand, Haryana, West Uttar 
Pradesh and East Rajasthan today. According to the weather agency, 
maximum temperatures will fall by 3 to 4 degrees Celsius over Northwest 
India during next 3 days. 

MAHA-IMD RED ALERT: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has 
issued a red alert for Ratnagiri and Raigad districts of Maharashtra for the 
next 24 hours.   

 
MEA IRAN ADVISORY: Embassy of India in Iran has issued an advisory 
today saying all Indian nationals and Persons of Indian Origin in Iran are 
required to remain in touch with the Embassy and avoid all unnecessary 
movements. The advisory was issued in view of the current situation in 
Iran. All Indian nationals and Persons of Indian Origin have been asked to 
follow Embassy social media pages for updates.   
EVE IRAN-ISRAEL-CONFLICT (V/C) 
        The Iran-Israel conflict entered its third day of devastating exchanges 
on Sunday, June 15, with both nations launching fresh waves of missile 



strikes and airstrikes that have killed at least 13 people in Israel and 80 in 
Iran. The violence shows no signs of abating as global leaders warn of 
wider regional war. 
        Iran launched two separate missile barrages against Israeli cities 
today, targeting civilian population centers in what Israeli officials 
condemned as crossing red lines. The first barrage struck the Arab city of 
Tamra in northern Israel, killing four women and injuring 20 others. The 
second wave caused direct hits in Bat Yam, Rehovot, Tel Aviv and 
Jerusalem, with the worst damage occurring in Bat Yam where three 
civilians died, including an 11-year-old boy and 9-year-old girl.        The 
injury toll in Israel has reached 200 people with various degrees 
of injuries, while 35 people remain missing and presumed trapped 
under debris. Iran's Revolutionary Guards have warned of even 
heavier and more extensive retaliation if Israeli attacks persist, 
signaling the violence could intensify further.
